FISCAL INSTRUMENTS IN COMPLEX MECHANISMS OF ENERGY AND ENVIRONMENTAL

Urgency of the research. Raising living standards of the average citizen and the issue of European
and Euro-Atlantic integration have been the priority line of Ukraine’s economic development.
Therefore experience of various countries of Europe, South America, USA, as well as CIS nations in
development of pension system was analyzed before a three-tier non-state pension system was
implemented.

Introduction and further development of the third tier of the Ukrainian pension system — a voluntary
accumulative system of non-state population’s pension provision is one of the key and innovative
areas of reform implementation. The purpose of creating the non-state pension provision system is to
enable citizens to receive payments additional to their pensions drawn under mandatory pension
insurance. What is more, available experience in creating a voluntary accumulative system and
operating non-state pension funds is one of the prerequisite for introduction of a mandatory
accumulative system.

Pension funds, insurance organizations and banking institutions ensure non-state pension
provision. In addition to these entities, a number of other agents delivering services to the key
“players” in the non-state pension market such as administrators, asset management companies,
custodian banks, auditors and other infrastructure entities carry out activities in the non-state pension
provision sphere. Some of these entities have already existed in the Ukrainian economic area and
conducted their activities in the financial market pursuant to the existing regulations. Implementation of
the non-state pension provision system gave an impetus not only to introduction of new activity types
of the already-existing financial institutions but also to creation of brand-new financial market
participants such as non-state pension funds and their administrators.

The creation of separate “new” participants in the non-state pension provision system and
introduction of a new activity area for the already-existing ones resulted in creation of a raft of
standalone projects. The innovative nature of these projects is due to the emergence of a new
practical area for implementing projects to establish separate legal entities and introduction of new
lines of activity for the existing legal entities in the financial market.

Target setting. The use of the project management methodology while implementing projects and
programs in the sphere of non-state pension provision will enable to optimize timing and mobilized
resources to achieve objectives of individual projects, promptly identify risks associated with
implementation of projects and take anti-risk measures. All this will facilitate more rapid and effective
development of the entire system of non-state pension provision as a whole.

Actual scientific researches and issues analysis. Arrangement of the practical aspects regarding
the use of the project management system in the new practical area is reflected in works by
D. Archibald Russell (2005), S. Bushuyev (2000), R. Kaidashev (2006), Y. Romanenko (2007),
F. Rohalskyi (1999), T. Shevkun (2004, 2005), S. Pogodayev (2006), and V. Varapayev (2003).

Uninvestigated parts of general matters defining. Most publications concerning the pension system
reform in Ukraine and non-state pension provision system development deal with analysis of the pros
or cons of pension reform. At the same time, such pros or cons are considered from the points of view
of individual parties to the pension system, in particular, that of future pensioners - as to the rate of the
pension received, that of the working population — as regards the amount of pension contributions,
and that of the state — relative to the available potential to improve social protection of the population
by creating additional sources of pension provision, that of the entities working in this market — in
terms of profit opportunities and competitiveness.
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Some publications give overviews of pensions systems of the world’s developed countries, as well
as make assumptions about the possibility to apply the principles of building pension systems to our
country. In particular, the publication “Great Britain: No Fog” (Shevkun, 2005) examines one of the
oldest pension systems — that of Great Britain. This paper analyzed the development of the English
pension provision system, its current structure and pluses and minuses it offers its participants. Also,
the paper considers the possibility of applying in Ukraine some principles of creating and operating the
pension system of Great Britain, as well as makes assumptions regarding the effects of such
integration.

A particular part of publications deals with the specifics of activities of the non-state pension
provision system entities in this market. Thus, the article “Administrator Licensing Revisited” (Shevkun,
2004) determined the procedure for obtaining a license for administering a non-state pension fund,
which is one of the constitutive steps of creating such non-state pension provision market entity as
administrator. This paper established the key requirements, actions, list of documents and
requirements to them that should be known in order to obtain a license for administering non-state
pension funds beginning with the time of submitting documents to the licensing public authority and
until receipt of the license itself. But if we consider the whole license obtaining process from the
project management perspective, then the administration license obtaining project includes well more
components, including resources, procedures, and time. Furthermore, the administration license
obtaining project can be an integral part of another project, for example, a project to create a financial
market entity — administrator of non-state pension funds, or a multiproject to implement a corporate
program designed to raise the staff social security level for an individual employer (Archibald Russell,
2005 Romanenko, 2007).

Given the innovative nature of the practical area, the existing publications did not take up the
issues of applying the project management methodology within the non-state pension provision
system. Research in this area was conducted only with respect to practical issues related to the
activity of the non-state pension provision system itself and its individual entities. Therefore the issue
of using project management in this field remains understudied and inviting further research.

As indicated above, such area as implementation of projects to establish individual legal entities
and introduce new activity areas for the existing legal entities within the non-state pension provision
system has emerged quite recently (Bushuyev, 2000 Rohalskyi, 1999).

Like any new area, the processes of implementing the first projects to create administrators and
non-state pension funds were of a rather random nature due most of all to the existing legislation and
requirements of the regulatory legal acts in the sphere of non-state pension provision. Requirements
of the legislative and regulatory frameworks have concerned and concern as of today the results of
such projects rather than the procedure for their implementation itself. Project-based approaches and
the project management methodology have hardly been used at the initial stages of such projects.

The exception is provided by software development projects to maintain a system of personalized
record-keeping of those participating in non-state pension funds. Organizations that are project-
oriented in their organizational and functional structure have been and still are engaged in
implementation of these very projects; they also have considerable experience in execution of
software and data product development projects and programs. However, establishment of a system
of personalized record-keeping of the non-state pension fund participants can be considered only as a
standalone project within a multiproject, program or a package of projects designed to create a system
of non-state pension provision. Therefore such organizations are involved in the sphere of non-state
pension provision only at individual stages of the process of creating entities of the non-state pension
provision system.

The research objective. The research objective is to present a classification (definition of the
main/model types) of the projects within the non-state pension provision system and identify basic
approaches to application of the project management methodology when implementing different types
of projects in the sphere of non-state pension provision.
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The statement of basic materials. In order to effectively apply methodological approaches to project
management in any field it is necessary, first, to clearly define types of projects in this particular
practical area, the possibility to combine them.

The system of non-state pension provision is a new segment of the Ukrainian financial market, and
so defining the project classification principles in this area requires combination of requirements to
activities of the non-state pension provision system entities defined in legislative and regulatory and
legal acts with hands-on experience of the market participants themselves (Kaidashev, 2006).

Thus, for example, legislation sets requirements to a non-state pension fund including the need for
state registration, registration as a financial institution, registration of the fund’s individual internal
documents, members of the pension fund governing body having an appropriate skill level and others.
In reality, to fulfill all these requirements an entity should draw up documents that must meet the set
requirements, select and provide training to the prospective members of pension fund board, produce
a number of accompanying documents and do other actions needed to fulfill legislative requirements.
Concurrently, establishing a non-state pension fund requires conducting analysis of the market of the
non-state pension fund’s prospective contributors and participants. The results of such analysis will
affect choice of the type of the pension fund being established, content of the statutory and other
internal documents that will determine the procedure for the fund’s further activities and its relationship
with other participants in the non-state pension provision system (Varapayev, 2003).

On the other hand, the non-state pension provision system can be considered from the employer’'s
viewpoint. The statement “Cadres are the key to everything” I. V. Stalin delivered in 1935 was tested
through practice by most employers and has become for now a “catch phrase.” Therefore an effective
employer sets a goal of pursuing a more effective personnel policy at enterprises, and introduction of a
corporate pension scheme for employees can be one of its focal points. But along with this, each
enterprise owner tries to find an additional source of profit. In this case, implementation of such a
conception can be regarded as a complex multiproject that will also include establishment of a non-
state pension fund, an administrator of the non-state pension fund, an asset management company,
and development of information systems needed for operations of these entities, as well as organizing
interaction of these entities and raising awareness of the enterprise employees.

Moreover, it should be noted that identification of a separate category of classification or typing of
projects requires statistical data on completed projects that would show that individual projects not
only are different but also share typical features, traits enabling to subsume them under the same
category or type of projects.

A classification of projects in the sphere of non-state pension provision has been developed based
on the analysis of the legislative and regulatory-legal frameworks, relevant experience of some
entities, statistical and analytical data captured during 2004-2014, as well as practical experience of
entities of non-state pension provision systems of developed countries (Pogodayev, 2006).

Classification of projects within the non-state pension provision system.
1. By entities of the non-state pension provision system:
- creation of an administrator;
- establishment of an AMC,;
- establishment of a NPF;
- creation of a corporate pension scheme;
- creation of an insurance company;
- creation of a self-regulating organization;
2. By project scope:
- Standalone project;
- multiproject;
- program;
3. By deration:
- before the start of an entity’s activities;
- in the course of an entity’s activities;
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4. By project content:

- registration of a legal entity;

- registration of a financial institution;

- obtaining a license;

- registration of an entity’s internal documents;

- creation of a necessary information and software framework;

- holding tenders and conclusion of contracts;

- holding promotional events and activities;

- creation of an agency network;

- professional staff training and skill improvement;

- conclusion of pension contracts;

- conclusion of pension payment agreements;

- making once-only payments; and

- others.

Any project, irrespective of its kind or type, is implemented by performing a certain sequence of
activities. The list of such activities, their content, scope, completion time, coordination with one
another are determined depending on the project ultimate objective, project execution deadline and
resources used. Activities or even subprojects can be more or less detailed, grouped into separate
stages. The existing statutory requirements in the sphere of non-state pension provision for some
types of activities or subprojects, their sequence and completion period have a major impact on
specification or grouping of individual types of activities or subprojects.

For the purposes of this study, let us define the concept of algorithm (A) as a system of rules for
performing a series of activities (product-oriented processes) most of which are defined and regulated
by both general legislative requirements and specific requirements of legislation on non-state pension
provision.

Relying on this definition, let us designate the core projects within the non-state pension provision
system classified by content as a list of basic algorithms (Table 1).

In the furtherance of these goals, any project includes not only activities aimed to create a final
product but also efforts associated with project management (project management processes).
Depending on the project ultimate objective, external and internal environments, project manager’'s
and project management unit’s experience, various project management processes can be used;
preference can be given to any methods and techniques from various branches of knowledge about
project management. In addition, the practical aspect of project execution also has a significant impact
on the choice of methods and techniques.
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As previously noted, in the sphere of non-state pension provision, a part of activities (product-
oriented processes) for different types of projects, associated with a final product creation are
unvarying and regulated by legislation. Reasoning from this fact, it is fair to assume that the project
management methods and techniques used while performing these activities (processes) will also be
unvarying irrespective of as part of what project or multiproject they are used. Thus, it is possible to
define the approach as a certain set of project management processes with appropriate methods and
techniques of the project management methodology used while implementing specific algorithms.

Conclusions. Identification of model projects in the sphere of non-state pension provision, their
classification and identification of the primary approaches of project management in the sphere of non-
state pension provision is only the first step in introducing the project management methodology within
into the non-state pension provision system. Further scientific research areas will include more
detailed elaboration of the specifics of applying any given project management elements on models of
typical projects is the following research and development area, identification, based on practical
information, of typical and atypical situation in projects in this practical sphere and determination of
possible means for more effective implementation of various kinds of projects in the field of non-state
pension provision.

Modeling a project manager’s behavior in typical and atypical situations is an important aspect of
applying the project management methodology in the sphere of non-state pension provision. Project
manager’'s choosing a particular approach when executing an individual project or combining such
approaches depends not only on personal traits of the project manager himself as its leader but also
on experience he accumulated as the project manager, as well as on the manager’s positioning his
role in this project. An additional point is that the project’s external and internal environments exercise
significant influence over the progress in implementing the project and achieving its objectives. Any
disturbances in them demand assessment require assessment and other approaches.

1. The studied situations, identified algorithms and approaches can be used when managing pro-
jects in the sphere of non-state pension provision.

2. Algorithm in case of project management in the sphere of non-state pension provision repre-
sents a system of rules for performing a series of activities (product-oriented processes) most of which
are defined and regulated by a set of requirements of general legislation and legislation on non-state
pension provision.

3. Approach — a certain set of project management processes in the sphere of non-state pension
provision involving appropriate methods and techniques of the project management methodology used
while implementing specified algorithms.

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EFFICIENCY ESTIMATE OF THE STATE SUPPORT MECHANISM FOR UKRAINIAN
AGRICULTURAL SECTOR

Abstract. The relative effectiveness of state support for domestic agriculture with all its direct and
indirect mechanisms using the technique of Organization for Economic Cooperation and Development
has been analyzed.

Actuality. In an era of rapid globalization of world commodity and capital markets and,
consequently, high dynamism of their parameters, the responsibility of national authorities to ensure
proper, or at least more or less acceptable operating conditions of domestic agricultural production
and compliance with at least a minimum level of country’s food security increases significantly. Under
conditions of limited budget resources the importance of providing their acceptable efficiency of usage
increases including to support the agricultural sector, the ability to take advantage of the benefits that
occasionally are given by the dynamics of world food markets. High acuity of the above issues for
modern Ukraine causes quite a significant relevance of problems viewed in this article.

Problem definition. Each year only from the state budget of Ukraine billions of dollars are directed
for direct and indirect support of domestic agricultural sphere. The question arises as to the
effectiveness of this support and as to the place of Ukraine among the countries by indexes of state
protectionism for national agricultural producers.
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Analysis of recent studies and publications. Agricultural sphere state support and country’s
food security issues are widely reflected in studies of such domestic and foreign scientists: Belsky V.
I., Borschevsky P. P., Brown L., Vlasov V .l., Voloshin O. R., Hoychuk O. I., Gusakov V. G., Humerov
R., Deyneko L. V., llyina Z. M., Kaletnik G. M., Kvasha S. M., Krysanov D. F., Lysak M. A., Moldovan
L. V., Paskhaver B. J., Sabluk P. T., Holt Giménez E., Shubravska O. V. and others.

Pointing out the unexplored aspects of the problem. Despite the multiple and considerably
thorough studies of the problem mentioned above, the volatility of world food markets and high
dynamism of food policy of countries and international economic groups, competing Ukraine, lead to
the necessity of constant tracking and analyzing the trends in agricultural sphere support indexes in
real time mode.

Setting objectives. The article is a complex efficiency estimate of the existing mechanisms of
state support for Ukraine's agricultural sector and a determination of the respective positions of our
country among the OECD members.

Main material. Let us make a comparative estimate of state support for the agricultural sector of
Ukraine using the technique of Organization for Economic Cooperation and Development (OECD).
Despite the presence of conventions and assumptions in this technique (usage of the difference
between domestic and world prices as a criterion for the presence and the level of agricultural sphere
state support), its use seems to us quite reasonable. This technique allows not only to make time and
inter-state comparisons, but also to estimate the domestic agricultural sector support dynamics, taking
into account the consequences of spontaneous, "shadow" and latent influence of society’s political
elite on domestic agricultural production.

The period of existence of independent Ukrainian state has not been marked by the presence of
some at least relatively stable approach to the state policy formation concerning domestic agricultural
sector. The periods of relative support and protectionism had been periodically replaced by the
periods of active squeezing funds from agricultural sphere (Table 1). The gradual improvement of the
business climate in Ukraine, which has taken place since the second half of the 90s together with the
continuation of the trends of making payments from the budget to agricultural producers allowed to
change the practice of using domestic agriculture as a donor for "transformations"”, carried out in the
country, into the reverse processes. The period from 1997 up to 2010 gives a reason to say about a
certain, although sometimes purely nominal, state support of agriculture in Ukraine. Moreover, this
support was provided primarily by means of direct budget payments to agricultural producers related
to materials used in a sphere and production volumes. In the "best" in the context of state support for
agricultural producers 2005 - 2006 years, the volume of resources reallocation from taxpayers and
consumers to support farmers reached over 10% of their total income.

However, with the beginning of the 2010s the situation around the national agricultural sphere
changed again. Under the relative stability of budgetary payments to agricultural producers the main
reason of drop in PSE was the change in price parity of internal and external prices for agricultural
products.

In 2013 - 2014 years on the background of military-political crisis in the country, with a noticeable
weakening of national currency, the situation with price parity for Ukrainian farmers became even
worse. This led to a sharp drop of PSE index and its gaining a negative value, that is another
transformation of the system of redistribution of financial resources towards their outflow from
Ukraine's agricultural sector.

Thus, one can make a conclusion that some (and not so minor in absolute terms) amount of direct
state support for domestic agricultural producers is largely offset by the lack of means of indirect
support to agriculture through the mechanism of pricing. As a result the Ukrainian agricultural sphere
continues to donate funds for proclaimed "reforms", losing because of price disparity sometimes up to
10% of total revenue in the form of a sort of indirect taxation.

The mentioned above situation puts domestic agricultural producers, ceteris paribus, in more
difficult circumstances in comparison with producers from other OECD countries. The latter tend to
have very substantial support due to certain state and sometimes interstate (European Union)
protectionism. Although the whole level of this support in OECD countries has dropped considerably
over the last decade, its average is more than 15% of agricultural producers’ income and in such
countries as Norway, Switzerland, Japan, and Korea - from 50 to 60%.

It should be noted that the main component of the agricultural sphere support mechanism in OECD
countries is not direct budgetary payments, but market prices support. Such countries as Indonesia,
China, and Kazakhstan are increasing the amounts of state preferences to agriculture, thus creating
additional advantages for its competition with the producers from Ukraine in the world markets and in
the future, perhaps, in our domestic market.

An important and in some periods of time a crucial component of the state support mechanism of
the agro-food system of Ukraine is a general services support (GSSE), especially transfers to
education, personnel training and research in agriculture (Table. 2). During 2008 - 2013 years the
annual financial investments in this area reached from 5 to 7 billion UAH, which sometimes was more
than 60% of the agricultural producers direct budget support.

Even compared to other OECD countries the state investments in providing services for agriculture
is quite noticeable. Only during 2012 - 2014 years, they (according to OECD) reached 575.1 million
USD. Consider that 45% of these state investments in 2014 were a funding in research and
agricultural sphere innovation systems, against the 29% in the OECD countries. These support
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priorities concerning the domestic sector of providing services to agriculture could be viewed as very
progressive, if there are proper grounds to speak about the relevant return of the specified
government spending in the form of a noticeable increase in personnel and technological potential of
the agricultural sector of Ukraine.

Thus, the overall dynamics of TSE index was determined, above all, by the MPS index for the
product, which was not usually favorable for domestic agricultural producers. Accordingly, transfers
from taxpayers, received in various forms of budget support, generally could not compensate reverse
transfers to consumers from producers of agricultural products (Table 3).

As a legacy of the Soviet Union, the Ukraine inherited a situation when the PSE index reached an
average of 72%, which means that about % of agricultural producers’ gross income was formed by
means of state support [1, p. 95]. Isolation breach of domestic agricultural producers as to the external
markets, liberalization of the economy with the sharp rise in the prices of material and technical
resources required for agriculture, reduction of direct state support led to a sharp drop of TSE index.
With a certain fluctuations of TSE index during the 90 s, its negative value became commonplace,
which is difficult to interpret otherwise than the lack of real support of national agricultural sphere from
the state with all its direct and indirect mechanisms.

The situation has changed since the year of 2000. The reason was a significant increase in direct
budget expenditures to support the agricultural sector of Ukraine. In particular, in 2004 the
corresponding budget expenditures amounted to 2.7 billion UAH, which was 3.5 times more than the
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figures of 2000, and in 2006 their amount increased to 6.6 billion UAH. [1, p. 97]. In addition, debt
restructuring on overdue tax obligations, partial write-offs for delivered by state material and technical
resources, introduction of tax exemptions on VAT and so on had a positive effect. However it is
difficult to disagree with the conclusions that there was no significant improvement in domestic
agricultural sphere [1, p. 97]. This, among other things, causes a number of questions about the
compliance of agricultural sector budget support mechanisms, with a predominance of payments
based on material and technical resources consumed by sphere, with modern Ukrainian realities.

It was already noted about the transformation of real parameters of state support for domestic
agricultural sphere in 2011 - 2014 and its main reasons. The result of these changes was not a quite
usual among OECD countries situation "around the agricultural sphere" in Ukraine in the context of
state assistance to the flow/outflow of financial resources in the sphere (Fig. 1). Back in 2001 - 2006s,
when there were all reasons to speak about the real state participation in solving many (including
financial) problems of domestic agriculture, Ukraine was a part of the group of countries with the
lowest level of its state support [1, p. 101]. In 2013 - 2014s Ukraine had become almost the only
OECD country with a negative TSE index. In such circumstances, domestic agricultural producers
under the competition have to rely except on the availability of large amounts of suitable and even
favorable (yet) for agricultural production farmlands and cheap but still high-quality workforce.

Conclusions. Thus, we believe there is every reason to affirm far from optimal efficiency of a
current state agrarian policy of Ukraine, as well as the mentioned policy for the entire period of
independence of our country in general. The mechanisms used, which are based primarily on direct
budget payments to agricultural producers at the expense of taxpayers, are not well-judged and not
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properly adapted to the specific conditions of Ukraine with all its peculiarities and peculiarities of its
population. The interrelation of significant amounts of budget financial resources to support agriculture
with a very limited effect from their use does not allow to speak about the effectiveness of the current
mechanism of agro-food system state support. With no overall more or less clear strategic line, the
state financial policy for domestic agriculture (including the use of budgetary mechanisms) is focused
on trying to solve some tactical problems, and therefore the mechanisms used are unsystematic,
inconsistent and often incompatible with the principle of saving and more efficient use of very limited in
today's Ukraine budget resources.

SOCIAL ENTREPRENEURSHIP IN THE DEVELOPMENT OF ORGANIC PRODUCTION IN
UKRAINE

Abstract. Different approaches to the definition of "social entrepreneurship” are analyzed. The role
of social entrepreneurship in the field of organic agriculture is determined. There are several
opportunities for the development of the social entrepreneurship in Ukraine are found out. The
components of successful development of organic agriculture on the basis of social entrepreneurship
in Ukraine are listed. It is illustrated the international and domestic examples of the successful social
enterprises. The project of the social enterprise in the sphere of organic production is offered.

Urgency of the research. The organic production plays an important role in providing a
sustainable development of the national economy and determined as the priority direction of
agriculture in Ukraine, which is able to satisfy needs of the population in high-quality products. Organic
production is labour-consuming and requires use of a manual work, but due to the lack of the
corresponding incentives outflow of able-bodied population from the rural zone to the cities is
observed. The social entrepreneurship is particularly important in the production of organic agricultural
products because such a system can solve social problems in the new ways, which can provide
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employment to the unprotected segments of the population, promote overcoming poverty and
environmental protection.

Target setting. In spite of the fact that the social entrepreneurship hasn't been fixed at the
legislative level in Ukraine yet, however there are favourable conditions for its development. Therefore
there is a need of studying of the international experience of implementation of the social
entrepreneurship and its adaptation in Ukraine for ensuring effective functioning of the sphere of
organic production and achievement of sustainable development of the country.

Actual scientific researches and issues analysis. There are many domestic and foreign
scientists whose works are devoted to the theoretical and methodological issues of the development
of organic agriculture including V. Chudovska, C. Foster, le. Havaza, A. Khodakivska, H. Niberh,
P. Midmore, F. Offermann, S. Padel and others. A big contribution to the determination of nature and
further development of the social entrepreneurship is made in the papers of such scientist as K.
Banks, D. Bornstein, S. Davis, M. Gawell, B. Johannisson, M. Lundgvist, A. Nicholls, Jan.-U. Sandal
and others.

Uninvestigated parts of general matters defining. In spite of a big contribution listed scientists
into a modern scientific development of the theory and practice of formation an effective market of
organic agricultural products in Ukraine, some questions remain insufficiently studied and require
further development, particularly in defining the features of introduction of the social entrepreneurship
in Ukraine and its place in the development of organic agriculture.

The research objective. The main goal of this study is to determine the role of the social
entrepreneurship in the field of organic agricultural production.

The statement of basic materials. The term "social entrepreneurship” has appeared only 35
years ago. Nevertheless, the social entrepreneurs have always existed and they should not be
referred to as philanthropists, reformers, leaders etc.

According to Ken Banks, social entrepreneurship is "a specific term to describe those driven, per-
sistent, ambitious individuals working on innovative solutions to society's most pressing social prob-
lems" [1, p. 1]. In Banks™ understanding, a separate person leads the social entrepreneurship and
brings an innovative idea to solve the most urgent problems of society.

David Bornstein and Susan Davis define social entrepreneurship as "a process by which citizens
build or transform institutions to advance solutions to social problems (e.g., poverty, iliness, illiteracy,
environmental destruction, human rights abuse) in order to make life better for many [2, p. 1].

Malin Gawell holds that societal entrepreneurship is "about initiating and realizing collective,
entrepreneurial and often (but not always) innovative processes aiming to strengthen a definable part
of society in such a way that the large majority of its citizens may freely (or at a marginal cost) enjoy
the results of the processes - with the assumption that such processes are not concerned with
traditional social policies or any existing public administration” [3, p. 43].

The two last determinations are more extended and both claim that the social entrepreneurship is a
teamwork where the main purpose is an achievement of general social value. In our opinion, the last
mentioned definition is complete as it says that the social entrepreneurship exists apart from
government.

Jan-Urban Sandal defines social entrepreneurship as "a special form of management, which
purpose is to run a production function in such a way as to ensure increased value for all the
participating parties in that function" [4].

According to this definition, we can see that the is a parallel between social entrepreneurship and
organic production. In our opinion, the role of organic production in solving the problems of social and
economic development of Ukraine should be determined depending on the members of the market of
organic products (state, producers, consumers) based on the definition of certain benefits and
usefulness, which they receive from organic production.

As we can see, there are many definitions of this term. The main point that combines analyzed
definitions is the result of providing the social entrepreneurship, namely making appropriate decisions
for solving social challenges in an innovative and sustainable way.

In the field of organic agriculture social entrepreneurship aims at achievements of threefold result:
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1) profit, which allows the company to grow and compete with others, and most importantly to
spend it for;

2) solution of social problems and

3) improvement of surrounding environment.

The social value of the social entrepreneurship has a great positive influence on the society. Social
entrepreneurship: helps to provide public services in a new way and meet the needs of the
community; creates new jobs; involves disadvantaged groups of society into a public life, providing
their members with work; strengthens attention to socially vulnerable groups of the population, through
providing them with useful socially meaningful work; revives rural and urban areas and improves their
social infrastructure etc.

These goals are very important for every country, and nowadays especially for Ukraine. That is
why it is necessary to investigate and implement social entrepreneurship as contemporary situation
demands new solutions on emerging issues in social and economic sectors of Ukraine [5, p. 133].

There are several opportunities for the development of the social entrepreneurship in Ukraine:

1. Absence of a law that regulates the social entrepreneurship allows the social enterprises to op-
erate according to existed legislation in Ukraine.

2. Availability of subjects that are not involved in traditional business (people with disabilities, refu-
gees (internally displaced persons), national minorities, elderly, people with addictions, former prison-
ers).

3. International foundations and organizations support social entrepreneurship and that gives an
opportunity to get additional sources of financing. Nowadays, organic production is supported by inter-
national organisations as FiBL (Switzerland), GIZ (Germany), Argolnvest (the USA) etc. In addition,
there is a lending program of social enterprises in cooperation with WNISEF in Ukraine. According to
the program, the credit can be obtained for the purchase of equipment, real estate, replenishment of
current assets in the amount of from 10000 to 100000 USD under 5-9% per annum with crediting term
to 36 months.

In our opinion, there are some components of successful development of organic agriculture based
on social entrepreneurship in Ukraine:

1. The government should take care of establishing tax incentives for social enterprises, which can
reduce indirect taxes when market income is insufficient to support their social activities. For example,
the USA government support of the development of social enterprises is reduced to:

- elimination of legal administrative barriers,

- support preferential loans,

- development of social partnership between the state organizations, business, and non-
commercial sector,

- company is guaranteed the possibility of social orders from government agencies.

2. Clearly defined social objectives should be fixed in statutory documents of the enterprise.

3. Profits are reinvested in the expansion and / or directed at achieving social objectives. It is
important to involve all interested parties in making such decision; it would illustrate the openness and
transparency of the social enterprise.

4. The promotion of the image of social enterprises. Social entrepreneurship is very important in
the field of organic agriculture and is able to solve social problems in the new ways. It does not mean
that the organic producers only have to produce organic products, it means that the production of such
products has to change the way of lifestyle of the population for the achievement of a sustainable
development of the country as a whole.

Demand for organic products can be increased through motivating the population to use safe and
useful national organic products. It is necessary to create a national ideology of healthy living and
clean environment through adequate information about proper nutrition, the advantages of organic
products. It can be organized through special fairs, seminars, and conferences [6].

One of the brightest examples of successful social entrepreneurship is Farmers School, estab-
lished in Russia in 2009 [7]. The mission of this organization is a social adaptation and integration of
graduates of orphanages.
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The social enterprise is about to solve the following social problem:

- alienation graduates of orphanages from society,

- lack of skill social adaptation and career guidance,

- lack of housing for graduates,

- the extinction of villages and the reluctance of young people living in rural areas.

The essence of such social business consists of:

- training the participants of the project basics of farming,

- building the housing for young farmers and teachers by common efforts,

- establishing production process.

This project was supported by the fund "Our Future" as a part of the regional competition. A farm
was organized and a youth village was built.

In Ukraine Chervonopromin rural Charitable Foundation "Hellas" is an example of the successful
functioning of the social enterprise in the sphere of the agricultural industry. It was founded in 2008
and is engaged in cultivation and sale of fruits, berries, vegetables and provision of agricultural
services. The social part of the company is providing children in rural areas with organic food,
improvement of nutrition in school, kindergarten, reducing the cost of food. The results of the
enterprise is free providing students and pupils of Chervonopromin educational complex with
tomatoes, red beets, onions, cabbage, potatoes, parsley; provision workers of the welfare sphere of
the village with services (plowing, cultivation, transport services) at the prices which are lower that at
the market; offering free services in the handling of the school parcel of land.

In our opinion, it is possible to create the social enterprise in the sphere of organic production in
Ukraine (Table 1).

Organic products is a new direction for Ukraine that is why organic producers can be social
entrepreneurs and nowadays their task is to spread such novelty among the population, organizations,
trade, and industry.

The social
orientation of organic production is that it creates a specific market that meets the needs of consumers
in organic products, provides general welfare, rural development and promotes environment
protection. Economic feasibility of the introduction of organic production in Ukraine consists in the
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increase of profitability of agricultural producers, strengthening of competitiveness and image of the
country in international markets, providing a sustainable development of national economy.

Social entrepreneurship is business activities aim at mitigation or resolving social problems. Thus,
the social entrepreneur is able to see the shortcomings of the market and find opportunities to
accumulate resources, develop new solutions, and create environmental awareness that will have
long-term positive impact on society as a whole.

In conclusion, we can say that use of entrepreneurial approaches to the solution of social problems
through organic production will provide a sustainable development for vulnerable groups of society,
lifts social entrepreneurship on a new level of development in Ukraine.
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TOURISM ECONOMCS: FORMATION OF REGIONAL BRANDS

Abstract. Tourism is a sector of economy with a widespread development. One of the most prom-
ising types of tourism is cultural tourism. However, the economic impact of tourism is positive when
driven by the well-designed policy of promotion and formation of a positive image. This paper discuss-
es the tourism brand of the Southern Ural. We conducted a study using the method of the focus
groups. Our results showed that the visual identifiers of the territory cannot be combined with the iden-
tity and cannot be grasped by the audience. Underestimating the role of the graphic design for creat-
ing the style leads to the fact that it is not perceived as a real brand attribute or as a decorative ele-
ment. When this is the case, the efficiency of the developed brand can be very low. The brand does
not reflect the ways for improving the competitiveness of the region and its development strategy. In
this case, there is a clear discrepancy between the actual situation and the brand platform.

If one has to develop the new logo, special attention should be attributed to making it the "reflec-
tion" of the real situation, representing the advantages yielded by the region and the needs that are
important for the key target group. Further research is needed to determine the competitive ad-
vantages of the Southern Ural in the context of the long-term planning.

Tourism is one of the largest economy sectors of Europe and Russia, and key industry of the 21st
century. Cultural tourism as one of the forms of tourism has great prospects in the future. Tourism in-
dustry has undergone great changes, and this, to a large extent, will affect the development of cultural
tourism in the coming decades. The transition from traditional to new ways of cultural resources is due
to the introduction of information and communication technologies (ICT) and new electronic services
(e-services) and the innovations they bring [12]. Thus, there is a need to evaluate the tourist prefer-
ences of potential innovative service before, during and after a visit to the tourist destination of their
choice. [22] This assessment can provide important ideas for politicians in the formation of the tourist
market in order to respond to latent demand and provide a strategy for sustainable development of
cultural tourism. Sustainable development of cultural tourism strategy helps to preserve local identities
embedded in the relevant cultural heritage, and supports economic growth. [23] The economic impact
that cultural tourism has on regional development, is important for the policy makers, the aim of which
is to maximize the potential service consumption.

In the context of finding ways to improve profitability, new ways of resource use areas, the for-
mation of stable structures of the economy, many areas pay attention to tourist complex creation.
However, the availability of resources does not mean high attendance of the places, a considered pol-
icy of promoting and purposeful formation of a positive image is important. This case is also essential
on account of the fact that a territory regardless of rank and status is actively competing for invest-
ment, tourists, growing prosperity. The success of this struggle is not only connected with the correct
administrative policies, but also with the ability to find the strengths and weaknesses, to evaluate de-
velopment opportunities, anticipate and prevent risks. At the same time branding objectives are long-
term and favourable market positioning, brand presence in the information space, providing recogni-
tion, the flow of financial resources and the adoption of regional solutions. It should be taken into ac-
count that a territorial brand creation and development process is lengthy and resource-intensive, re-
quiring long-term strategies and confidence.

On account of studying place branding issues we have focused on long-term studies of authors
such as Philip Kotler, Keith Dinny, J. Randall and Simon Anholt. Simon Anholt first was to introduce
the term "place branding " [10]. The works of these authors cover approaches to strategic and market
planning, to the peculiarities of consumer perception to the constituents of place image, to the peculi-
arities of its main information, together with its distribution channels, brands are considered examples
of developments that are examined to the last detail. It is possible to evaluate all the factors affecting
the development of place branding and track their account in brand development of specific locations
[3; 4; 5; 8; 10]. At the same time there is still no single precise definition of this concept.
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On the basis of available material, some authors, such as AP Pakruhin gives the following defini-
tion: "a place branding is the process of forming a place brand, based on an integrated approach to
the search and development of place identity, as well as informing regarding its comparative ad-
vantages to different target groups by creating an attractive bright image, consisting of internal and
external attributes"[7]. A brand role in place development is linked with positive image formation and is
accompanied by the growth of economic and social indicators.

Works by Simon Anholt is of interest also due to the fact that he has repeatedly made comments
about the Russian practice of country branding and its member regions. In particular, it was noted that
the right approach to branding as a tool to enhance the territory attractiveness was not been formed in
Russia, which reduces its effectiveness.

Comprehending the significance of the issue, many in Russia are attempting to develop their
brands. Information on the positioning of Russian regions is reflected in the works of D. Vizgalova, AP
Pankrukhin, NS Makatrovoy etc. [2; 6; 7]. Big enough for the volume of material, including a wide
range of visual symbols of place brands, with an analysis of not only the essence of the developed
brand, but also its visual identity, with peer review and comments on the branding of individual cities
and regions represented on the Internet, for example, CityBranding, Advertology.ru et al. [1; 9].

The creation and use of the brand is increasingly becoming the subject of research and attract
marketers.

Summing up the views of different authors we can note the following: the main stages of the territo-
ry of the branding process are reduced to:

» a statement of goals and objectives;

» choice of target groups;* conduct intelligence;

« drawing up development strategies;

« the creation of visual images;

» the search for channels of communication with the aim, as the promotion and development of the
proposed brand.

The key thing in branding aspect is target determining on the basis of which, a plan for the desig-
nating all other works is made up. The aims of brand development can be very different. For example,
in Southern Urals designing a brand development team set a goal to popularize the resources of the
region, through the display of objects that can attract and impress: forests and lakes, rugged moun-
tains and tranquil prairie rivers with an abundance of fish, spectacular mountains, waterfalls, rich flora
and fauna. Such symbols were chosen for the logo as: deer, lizards, birds and pike. Why are just the-
se symbols? Deer according to Slavic tradition has impersonation of the ancestors; it knows how to do
various wonders. In heraldry deer means grace and moderation, creativity and abundance.

Lizard was chosen since its image is familiar on account of Pavel Petrovich Bazhov tales and is
considered a symbol of wisdom, the guardian of copper ore deposits, of malachite, and precious
stones.

A pike embodies the wealth of fish resources and is associated with a fairy-tale character, fulfilling
all desires. The bird represents the beginning of all beginnings.

Brand developers believe that it has come out regardless of time and policy and should be familiar
and recognizable, not only for the residents of the area, but also for all Russians, as well as foreign
community representatives.

The objective of our study was to evaluate the present position.

Research Methodology. Over the past 20 years the focus group is widely used as a form of quali-
tative research analysis. Focus group is a group of people discussing a topic and expressing opinions
online. Krueger and Casey (2000) indicate that the focus groups have begun to be used at the end of
the 30s, that some social scientists expressed doubts about the accuracy of traditional methods of
information gathering, after which they began to use the interviews in focus groups. [15] Stewart and
Shamdasoni (1990) maintain that focus groups were originally developed to assess the audience re-
sponses regarding radio programs in 1941 by a prominent sociologist Robert Merton [21]. During the
World War 1l Merton started using focus groups to study the morale of the US Army. According to
Krueger and Casey (2000), while academic researchers were not very interested in the use of focus
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groups in the 1950's, the market researchers have begun to employ focus groups as a tool to study
the attractiveness of their products to certain customers [15]. Morgan (1996) stated that focus groups
were rediscovered by sociologists in the 1980s with marketing research using practical strategies [18].
Focus group as an interviewing is represented in many forms, since researchers in various fields have
altered procedures in accordance with their own needs and goals [14]. Patton (2000) believed that
focus groups were important elements in assessment process, regardless of whether it was in the
course of the project, at the end of the project, or several months after completion of the project, since
the discussions assist in understanding the opinion of the audience [20]. Morgan (1997) stated that
focus group can be used as a preliminary step for further research, as they allow getting an idea about
some issues that can be solved by using a specific set of questions at a later stage [19]. The purpose
of a focus group is to gather information on the specific aim of the study. Morgan (1990) believes that
the focus group is a qualitative method that allows to use it as an accessible form. [17] Greenbaum
(2000) defined the focus group as a qualitative research of the market, where the group is represented
by 8 or 10 participants with general demographic or other signs, and takes the form of a 2-hour dis-
cussion on a particular topic under the guidance of a trained moderator. [13] Makdonah- Philp and
Bruseberg (1997) stated that in comparison with other qualitative methods, focus groups provide
unique data: researchers do not only get an idea of different opinions on the level of detail, but also a
lot of concentrated data about target group within a short period of time [16]. Morgan (1997) main-
tained that the focus group can be more effective than an interview, because it avoids duplication and
overlap [19]. Cameron (2005) considered the question of focus group interview and quantitative meth-
od relationship. He believes that the combination of focus groups with quantitative methods is the way
to solve problems in some studies [11]. Using focus groups as a brainstorming method, researchers
can generate new ideas, which are often used to develop questions for further research.

The attitude to the use of this method is different in studies. Of course, each method has its bene-
fits and disadvantages. With the right use of the method when the goals and objectives are consistent
with the goals and objectives of the study flaws get smoothed and advantages get multiplied. Focus
group method has become firmly established in the practice of marketing and is a form of quantitative
and qualitative research.

Currently, this method is recognized as "flexible" or "qualitative” method of sociological research
and is not only a variety of research methods, but also the industry sector, which serves not only the
functioning of market institutions, but institutions of democracy as well. The introduction of these
methods into practice is currently a necessary condition for improving the work culture of market and
political institutions. This method quite often has been used in various studies in the field of tourism

Data description. We have studied the Southern Urals brand by focus group method. We tried to
find out the opinion of the population since it is closest to reality. Information on the characteristics of
the participants of the focus groups is presented in Table 1.

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The age of participants was driven by the fact that young people are the most mobile population
group, to switch easily to different travel products. The main audience - students of different universi-
ties and majors: lawyers, managers, economists, students of tourism specialties.

Age from 19 to 24 years. Moreover those who have already started to work and work as a manag-
er, economist, accountant, lawyer, and specialist were interviewed as well. Age from 25 to 40 years or
more. Most of the respondents are single people on account of their age.

Focus Group Results. Totally we have performed 10 focus groups. The total number of partici-
pants was 66 people. Focus groups were held in Chelyabinsk in November - December 2015 Assis-
tance in the focus groups was provided by the students of two Chelyabinsk universities.

The participants of the focus groups were offered the following questions for discussion:

* What a place is associated with?

* What a logo is associated with?

* Do you believe that it is successful?

» What would you add or change about the logo?

* Does the brand fit the residents’ view?

* How common is the logo?

» To what extent is the place image competitive in comparison with other regions?

The results of the research on the associations that evokes the place are shown in Table 2. The
calculation was conducted on the number of respondents.

The surveyed men as well as the respondents over 25 years with higher education and with family
told that a place is associated with plants, industry, bad ecology and environmental issues. Natural
objects (mountains, lakes, caves, meteorite, and flora) were noted by representatives of female re-
spondents up to 25 years with secondary education. Thus, it turns out that the youth connects the re-
gion with natural component.

Participants were asked questions about what logo was associated with and how successful it was.
The results are shown in Table 3. The counting was carried out on the number of respondents.

Most of the participants responded that the logo is too abstract and is not associated with anything
specific. Symbols are not successfully implemented. They are hardly recognizable. This was noted in
regard to symbols like pike, deer and poultry. About 70% of respondents managed to explain the use
of the "lizard" symbol. Concerning other symbols, such as "pike", "deer" and "bird" the situation was
more ambiguous. In particular, it was suggested that the symbol "pike" has to do with the fishery re-
sources and "deer" and "bird" are related to the animal world. But the surveyed managed to answer
nothing specific, and pointed out that it would be desirable to take the already established symbols,
such as camel, which is depicted on the emblem of the city.
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At the same time, the attitude to the colour scheme is positive. The use of 3 colours is associated
with summer, winter and spring. Respondents consider the slogan "Southern Urals - the land where
dreams come true" as negative one. It was noted that its use is not appropriate since the negative in-
formation about the media dominated region. Suffice is to recall pictures with comments posted by
actor Leonardo DiCaprio about catching fish on the background of smoking pipes of metallurgical
plant.

From this table it can be concluded that the visual area identifiers do not match with the identity of
the audience and unclear. The participants of the focus groups were asked about the occurrence of
the logo in the media. Results on the occurrence of the logo in the media are shown in Table 4. The
calculation was conducted on the number of respondents.

Most responded that never encountered the logo. The assumption was made that the logo could be
found on the Internet or on banners. However, students who were involved in the maintenance of
competition as a volunteer said that the logo can be seen on banners and buses.

The study revealed that the logo is overloaded with small items such as animal characters repro-
duction of which is difficult. Logo Symbols do not form association of proposed image and the region.

In general, the associations that arise among the participants when reading the image and slogan
have little to do with the prevailing place image. Underestimated was role in creating graphic design
style, which leads to its perceiving not as an attribute of a real brand, but as a decorative element.

Brand does not reflect the ways to improve the competitiveness of the region and its development
strategy, indicating the mismatch of the brand platform and the real situation.

The proposed logo does not meet the objectives. The region is positioned as an industrial one in
the information field. The logo does not reflect this fact. The logo is almost never used in the media,
despite the fact that each year international level competitions are held on the basis of the city's infra-
structure in the regional center.

Based on these data, we can conclude that both the customer and the brand developers ignore the
passivity of the population and the negative sentiment towards the created brand and other instru-
ments promoting the region, for example, the slogan: "Southern Urals is the land where dreams come
true."

The emphasis on the natural component and the symbolism of birds and animals, unlikely will have
an impact on the foreign market, due to the fact that, firstly, even to locals, this symbolism is not too
clear, secondly, PP Bazhov tales are not well known abroad (lizard), as well as images of Russian folk
tales (pike).

Most respondents failed to recall how the logo looks like and account for the symbols used. Re-
spondents pointed to the need to simplify the visual identity of the brand, to make it more clear and
memorable. This indicates the impossibility of brand existence in its current form in the regional envi-
ronment, especially in the foreign market. It turns out that the brand does not reflect any increase of
region’s competitiveness, nor its development strategy. In this case, we observe the incompatibility of
the brand platform and the real situation.

Conclusions. Conducted using the method of focus group research has demonstrated that, firstly,
the logo design was a first step in creating a brand, without its platform development and the problem
field. The mistake was that the logo should be a "reflection" of the real situation, the advantages en-
joyed by the region and the needs that are of importance for the key target group. Secondly, there is
no work with real problems (environment, rising unemployment). These issues, especially environmen-
tal ones can have much greater impact on consumer decision to visit a place than a logo that will be
used in the media about the place. Thirdly, there were no preliminary qualitative researches, which are
the best ways to explore the hidden motivations, feelings, values, attitudes and perceptions, as well as
on the unique competitive advantages of the Southern Urals. This prevented the possibility of the re-
gion to "promote" itself to other target markets as well. The emphasize should have been done on the
investment attractiveness of the region, based on favourable geographical position between Europe
and Asia and favourable conditions for the development of public-private business partnership, includ-
ing with foreign companies. This fact would have contributed to funds inflow into various economy sec-
tors, both industrial and social. Fourth, thought-out policies in the promotion field are necessary. This
is perhaps the most difficult issue, since Chelyabinsk region has no development plan. Under these
conditions, a brand development does not serve the long-term prospects.

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Urgency of the research. Changing business environment, the current economic system gener-
ates new problems in running the business, leads to renewal of ways and means of its solvation, forc-
ing each entity to seek their own development directions, compete with competitors for market share.
In such circumstances, the business operates today and, obviously, will operate in the future.

Target setting. Innovations are the key factors for effective development of any economic system.
Nowadays it is a global trend. Over the last decade, the modern development of leading economic
systems is provided due to innovations by 40%. Innovations led to a fundamental shift from traditional
science and technology policy to research and innovation one.

Actual scientific researches and issues analysis. Global scientific community considers J.
Schumpeter as the founder of the theory of innovations. Currently, the number of his followers in vari-
ous sectors of the world economy is constantly growing. Problems of innovative development in the
field of agriculture have been revealed in the works of such famous domestic scientists as I.lu.
Gryshova & I. O. Kryukova (2015), V. V. Lagodiienko V., V. V. Safonov (2015), Stoyanova-Koval S. S.
(2016) and others.

Uninvestigated parts of general matters defining. However, the conditions that have been cre-
ated today in Ukraine require another approach to ground the directions of effective development of
innovative food complex formations.

The purpose of the article. The aim of the article is to establish the reasons of innovative busi-
ness failure in supporting sustainable economic growth of its own enterprises; identify and justify the
key features which should have been focused on in the formation of innovation policy of food complex
enterprises development in terms of current economic system of Ukraine.

The statement of basic materials. Implementation of innovations leads to loss of balance, caus-
ing the formation of a new equilibrial state. The spread of innovations is the process of economic sys-
tem adaptation to new equilibrial state that, as a precondition for next cycle start, always ends with
crisis. However, the scientist claimed that the frequency of crises is not strictly periodic, but depend on
the type of innovation, the degree of novelty. So, in Schumpeter’s theory of innovations, innovation
plays the role of external breaker in economic system movement.

It is not difficult to trace the dynamics of innovation development in some economic industries by
means of adapting this theory to the conditions of current economic system of Ukraine. Implementa-
tion of extensive scientific and technological progress achievements within the medium-term cycle
leads to minor modifications of existing types of equipment. Implementation is fundamentally new
types of equipment and techniques spread on most economic industries, changing their structure, lay-
ing the long-term trends in the economic system functioning, changing the technological mode of pro-
duction in general. These deep transformations relating to reproduction of production means, human
resources and organizational structures are the basis of long-wave fluctuations. The fact of recogniz-
ing scientific progress as the inner part of the economic system explains the mechanism of cyclical
fluctuations.

The experience of innovative activity of American companies and their markets shows the influence
of innovations on economic growth and competitiveness of business formations.

Results of the survey of owners of about 200 US companies, conducted by Economist journal,
found that more than half of these companies at least 25% of the proceeds had received from the sale
of goods and services created no later than during the last three years. Most of these organizations
quickly implemented innovations to meet the new needs of consumers. 90% of companies are capa-
ble to support its economic development and derive stable income no more than for 10 years. Factor
of success, implemented by these companies innovations, is quite low - about 25%. According to re-
spondents, the inhibiting factors that prevent the effective, integral and sustainable economic growth
due to innovation were: 1) overrun of time and money (60%); 2) competitive development priorities
(53%); 3) inadequate preliminary analysis of the market (52%); 4) failure in picking up or attracting
enough relevant information from end-consumers (44%); 5) poor interaction between business units
(39%) [3].
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Historical trends of large global businesses development indicate that only a third part from 100
modern large and successful companies keep their economic force in 25 years. Thus, according to
Forbes journal, only one company General Electric form TOP 100 companies will operate in 2017.
Moreover, the average attendance at this list reduced nowadays to 10 years. Studies also proved that
about 90% of companies can not sustain the income of the shareholders at a level higher than the av-
erage, more than ten years [1].

So, at the beginning of new millennium only a small proportion of companies were able to use in-
novations to ensure sustainable income growth. Thus, there is a considerable gap between objectives
and the actual state of affairs.

If the main source of growth for US companies were absorptions, which usually opened up new
opportunities for innovation development and access to new markets, then today most companies are
satisfied that the strategy of absorption is not consistent with the objectives of growth.

This experience is very important for the food sector of Ukraine, as throughout the period of inde-
pendence, there was a process of international integration of food industry and its resource-based in-
dustry. The concentration of international capital through mergers and acquisitions of companies that
led to the development of transnational corporations touched some Ukrainian enterprises that have
operated in a permanently unstable conditions.

Today Ukraine lives in historical moment when not only inflation and foreign debt are in constant
movement, but also the country's territory, population, relationships with key foreign trade partners,
volume of major export goods etc.. These circumstances led Ukraine to the inhibition of industrial de-
velopment, which in turn contributed to food production sector leading position. Today food complex of
Ukraine is the most attractive for foreign business, which, with limited opportunities to expand the
business on its own territory, actively seizes markets of Ukraine.

“Cargill” corporation was one of the first that came to the Ukrainian market in 1991. Despite of the
losses from operations zone in the east of Ukraine, today the company is one of the powerful export-
ers of grain, sunflower oil and shot. Over the years, the company has invested in Ukraine more than
200 million USD of direct investment in the reconstruction of oil extraction plants in Kakhovka, Donetsk
and 6 elevators. Besides, “Cargill” is present in 66 countries and is the exclusive supplier of raw mate-
rials and ingredients for other "food giants» - McDonald's, KraftFood, Walmart [7]. According to public
reports, annual income of the company founders ranges from 1 to 3 bin. USD.

Today, foreign companies operate in all sectors of the food industry. In particular, in 1992-2014
domestic dairy industry included such foreign companies, as: Parmalat (Italy), Lactalis Group, Groupe
Danon, Groupe Bel and Bongrain (France), Wim-Bill-Dann and Unimilk (Russia), Pepsi Co (USA).
Cross mergers and acquisitions occur so often that it is difficult to track it.

An undamped interest to businesses in the food industry is shown by the volume of direct foreign
investments, which annually account for 13-15% of total foreign direct investments in Ukraine [7].
However, increasing the number of foreign companies in the Ukrainian market has already raised cer-
tain cautions. Taking into consideration the rapid development and rapid extinction of these compa-
nies (as it was noted above), within one or two decades, they can deplete the resource potential of the
country and completely displace domestic producers from markets.

Economic growth depends on its own productivity and product competitiveness in foreign markets.
The food industry also produces final consumption products, which production is generally estab-
lished, but the considerable effort should be taken to put it to foreign markets.

The main product of Ukrainian exports is agrarian raw material, and traders receive the greatest
benefit on its sales. The government does not seek to motivate traders to direct the received consid-
erable profit to innovative development of production with high added value. An excessive government
support of raw material export, conscious disregard for processing in the agro-food sector is a direct
path to final impoverishment of villagers and impairment of Ukrainian lands.

However, despite of globalization, international trade has many regulation instruments, which allow
to balance the internal and external markets. The government should control and influence all these
processes, should make the producers and other entrepreneurs to develop as innovation and techno-
logical business always effective then material one. For example, introduced export duty on sunflower
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oil at one time was a key motivator for domestic producers on investments in building new technologi-
cal lines to its production. Thus, due to this duty Ukrainian producers have learned to not only how to
grow sunflowers, but also how to produce it and export oil. Currently, this market has significant com-
petitive advantages, as most European countries have small amounts of sunflower growing. According
to State Statistics Committee data, the level of profitability of growing sunflowers is 37%, grain leg-
umes - almost 26%, rape - about 29%, sugar beet - 18%. This level of profitability is sufficient to de-
velop processing and production of domestic food production, increase job places and wages, in-
crease the export potential of products with high added value. But, the government supports it only
selectively [10].

Many scientists have studied the constraints that impede economic growth [1; 2; 8]. Their conclu-
sions are indisputable and largely coincide with the findings of the proposed research. Companies are
not able to maintain high growth rates because they do not institutionalize innovation and adapt to
changes at the speed of financial markets change. It is necessary to create rapid innovation, in other
words the process of creating new products, services, processes, business models and markets with
sufficient differentiation and such a speed that allows the company to maintain profitability at a level
higher than average for decades.

Sales of the new product or service are the culmination of the entrepreneur’s efforts, and consum-
ers usually determine its usefulness and feasibility. Innovation in the food sector have their own char-
acteristics. Experience shows that they hardly can be called discontinuous, but they can unexpectedly
and rapidly create an external disturbance on the market and cause a surge of innovation activity not
only in their environment, but in related industrial markets. In turn, the innovation activity of enterprises
to create new products that best perceived by consumers, in practice leads to competition not of final
products, but, in fact, technologies of its production and technologies (or models) of business man-
agement. Thus, these two technologies are closely interrelated.

These circumstances confirm the evidence of a number of grounds, and without its realization we
cannot look for the viability of the aforementioned innovative technologies in the modern economy. Let
us examine some of them.

1. Domestic producers will never be competitive if the consumers of its products will be deprived of
adequate purchasing power and solvency. Taking into consideration the fact that more than half of
small businesses operating in Ukraine today, are part of a food complex (including trade and catering),
participation of the state in the development of this sector of the economy should be aimed at creating
conditions, that facilitate to self-financing innovative business due to the solvency of the population [6].

2. In terms of a deep economic and political crisis that led to structural deformation of economy of
Ukraine and absence of distinct innovation priorities, neither large corporate business, no state are still
not interested in funding innovative economy of Ukraine. Currently, the country has such situation,
when expendable factors of economic development dominate in the rising of economic competitive-
ness. According to statistics, the load on the worn food industry enterprises equipment is rapidly grow-
ing. The degree of depreciation of fixed assets is approaching to 60%, and their profitability decreases
annually by 3% (in 2013 reached nearly 10%). Taking into consideration the fact that the predominant
share of food products are processed and produced by large monopolies, they have the primary re-
sponsibility for investment support of innovative development and post-crisis recovery of the food in-
dustry sectors [4].

3. In today's economy conditions, domestic enterprises implement mainly food products that have
already been on the market, and cannot reverse the extensive way of its development, since do not
fund and motivate employees to their own research. Technological innovations are not actually imple-
mented. Innovation policy of most of the food industry enterprises (more than 90% in 2013) does not
focus on the implementation of their own researches, but focuses on the acquisition of licensed
equipment, machinery and software. Only 3% of enterprises invest in research. Thus, it is necessary
to motivate for the development of technological innovation.

4. Diagnosis of modern markets shows that the most effective ones in the social and commercial
application of innovations are those with qualified labor potential and industrial relations are built not
on competition but on cooperation of employers and qualified employees. Ukraine has competitive and
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motivational asymmetry of labor and creative potential in the segment of unskilled and skilled labor of
all sectors of employment. For this, it is essential to find a practical solution of innovation and invest-
ment objective — to create new, modern job places with preparation of skilled labor forces.

5. Diversification by type of production in necessary to optimize the flow of material flow, stability
raising and protection from negative external factors. For example, sugar production, that provides
proper cultivation and processing of sugar beets. In general, the plant growing should work in conjunc-
tion with the processing of cultivated crops and simultaneously ensure the parallel development of an-
imal husbandry.

6. Innovations are supported by changes, and the ability to forecast the unknown future or, at least,
awareness of the possibility of its occurrence. One of the hallmarks of successful business entity think-
ing under continuous of uncertainty and existence in the modern system is almost supernatural ability
(as a result of experience and training) to understand the origin of changes, respond and act in an un-
known environment. It cannot be done without scientific platform [9].

The innovative structures of the developed countries base their activities primarily on creating basic
scientific basis. The attempts to form such an effective platform for national enterprises and organiza-
tions encounter on considerable number of different problems. One of such problems is the incon-
sistency of the institutional environment with modern cycle of passing the innovative products from its
scientific development to implementation. For example: the Law of Ukraine “On stimulation of the de-
velopment of domestic machinery construction for agriculture complex” declares that «new” is the ma-
chinery and equipment that are «designed according to approved by the Cabinet of Ministers of
Ukraine programs, have been tested, meet the applicable standards, set for production, certified in
Ukraine and mass-produced by machine-building enterprises for agriculture complex not more than
three years after staging the production”. The specified by Law innovation chain of passing innova-
tions, is complicated by the procedures duration and financial costs for certification. Therefore, equip-
ment that will overcome all these procedures and finally get into production is unlikely to be called in-
novative and competitive.

Conclusions. Opportunities for innovations base on the understanding of the need for new ap-
proaches, including business community behavior. Major changes and downturn in the political, mili-
tary, economic spheres can be perceived as either the time to maintain the usual course of thought, or
as an occasion to review the established principles. Awareness of the problem on the result is not the
best way to find innovation. Only knowledge that go beyond what is already known can create the
concept of fast identification of new trends [5].

Research has established that in the modern economic system of Ukraine, which is struck by a
constant, often unfounded, price fluctuations, currency fluctuations and other risks, survival of innova-
tive businesses, especially small and medium, is possible only if the enterprises have their own sup-
plies; gradually develop at the expense of their own profits; have not significant external liabilities; are
provided with professional, small management that does not burden the internal communication with
formal and bureaucratic procedures; have proven partners; support transparency in the work, structure
and own an excellent reputation; engage in socially oriented policies by strengthening consumer con-
fidence.

Further researches should be aimed at deepening the theory of innovation, particularly in the de-
velopment of effective innovation system of food industry.

On the basis of summarizing of the main approaches to the use of qualitative and quanti-
tative criteria for the determination of the subjects of small and medium-sized enterprises in the re-
gional economic systems a number of specific, socio-economic areas of innovation development of
the small and medium-sized businesses in Ukraine is considered and suggested. Factors affecting on
the formation and operation of the small and medium-sized businesses in Ukraine are justified.

Relevance of the research topic. As of today, the Kyiv region ranks among the top five economi-
cally developed regions of Ukraine (following the city of Kyiv, Donetsk, Dnipropetrovsk, and Kharkiv
regions) in terms of the gross regional product (hereinafter referred to as GRP). The upward trend in
the region’s GRP growth favors stable growth of the Kyiv region’s share in the gross domestic product
(hereinafter referred to as GDP) of Ukraine. The region belongs to the industrially developed regions
of Ukraine and ranks 7" in terms of sold production of industry per capita.
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In 2014, the Kyiv region was second in gross agricultural product output with a share of 6.3% of to-
tal production. The region is inside the top ten in terms of level of productivity of agricultural enterpris-
es, in particular, it is fourth in animal husbandry and 11" —in crop production.

The pattern of agricultural production in the region is largely corn and poultry farming-oriented as
the most profitable industries. However, such a production pattern is not optimal to preserve lands,
create, and preserve jobs in rural areas.

The Kyiv region has significant opportunities to ramp up agricultural production, satisfy the needs of
the region and city of Kyiv for foodstuffs. However, high economic potential and the high GDP level of
the state lose their meaning without periodic comparative analysis of the structural changes in devel-
opment of small and medium business and creation of favorable condition for its doing.

Problem statement. As of early 2015, 210 infrastructure facilities designed to support business
operated in districts and cities of regional significance being unevenly distributed and insufficient in
number. Creation of a viable and fast-growing sector of small and medium business (hereinafter re-
ferred to as SMB) is vital for ensuring sustainable regional development and can complement the ac-
tivities of the existing industry facilities. Additional chances for SMB development can emerge subject
to introducing reforms declared by the government of Ukraine in 2014. At the same time, the economic
consequences of Ukraine’s rapprochement with the EU threaten Ukrainian small business with
stronger competition on the part of more developed European producers.

Import of goods is significantly higher than exports in foreign trade turnover of the Kyiv region,
which causes a substantial foreign trade deficit. The average export-import coverage ratio has
amounted to 0.4 over the last 12 years [1, pp. 50-53].

Technological parks, innovation funds and companies, and innovation industrial clusters have not
been in the territory of the Kyiv region. Strong concentration of economic development in the areas
adjacent to the capital can be reduced through balanced development of SMB in the whole of the re-
gion with a particular focus on less developed remote districts.

Considering the above, one can say that this topic is rather relevant in both economic and social
dimensions despite a fairly large number of studies on problems of small and medium business and
its effective performance.

Review of recent papers and research. The current trends in small and medium business devel-
opment, its role in economic development of the country and its regions are the subject of research of
many domestic scholars, among whom:

Z. S. Varnaliy, L. I. Voronina, V. M. Heets, B. M. Danylyshyn, V. I. Kredisov, H. M. Ryzhakova, M.
P. Butko, E. M. Libanova, Z. V. Herasymchuk and others. They have considered the process of be-
coming of small and medium business in Ukraine and specifics of its doing amidst pronounced global-
ization trends. At the same time, the issues associated with defining the main factors affecting the de-
velopment of small and medium business remain uncovered and therefore need in-depth research.

Objective setting. The paper is aimed to identify the features and specifics of creating conditions
for priority development of small and medium entrepreneurship. Analysis, synthesis, comparative and
statistical methods were used to achieve the target goal.

Basic material presentation. Relationships of entrepreneurship in Ukraine are the most imple-
mented exactly in small and medium business where independence of the owner and personification
of economic management are directly combined. Small and medium business promotes positive eco-
nomic and social trends in development of a region and the country as a whole [2, pp. 123-125].

Small and medium business plays a major socioeconomic role in the development of any state. As
of today, just by means of small and medium entrepreneurship it is possible to implement moderniza-
tion-oriented reforms in Ukraine’s economy. Small and medium business encourages competition,
helps reduce monopoly abuse, has positive effect on the structure of economy and on the GDP quali-
ty, expands the scope of market choice freedom, ensures faster implementation of innovations and
intensifies investment activities [3, pp. 32-36]. In addition, small and medium business helps create
new jobs, improve production methods, and increase investment appeal of regions, which makes posi-
tive impact on the GRP growth.
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Having performed a comprehensive analysis of existing practices in economic theory and com-
petition policy, it should be noted that describing the process of ensuring innovation-based develop-
ment of small and medium entrepreneurship in Ukraine, it is important to form the following areas of
activity:

1. Creating new and modernizing the already existing branches of economy, which includes, in par-
ticular, organizational and engineering preparation of the investment media of a given region for at-
traction of required investment resources in the economy, innovative forms of organizing and siting of
enterprises [4, pp. 40-41].

2. Increasing competitiveness of the economy of the remote districts by encouraging traditional and
newest types of business, improving provision of administrative services.

3. Creating conditions for priority development of small and medium entrepreneurship.

4. Developing tourism potential, namely, promoting weekend tourism as a potential source of addi-
tional earnings for residents of a given region.

Let us consider each of the above-said areas of activity in more detail and analyze their essence.

Area 1. Creating new and modernizing the already existing branches of economy. When selecting
ideas, the most important thing is that it is somewhat difficult to predict with a high degree of certainty
the development of economic trends in the present political and economic contexts [5, pp. 201-202].
However, there is a need to identify and perform economic and social acts that will rest on the current
trends and prepare the ground for possible new opportunities.

Exactly such an approach was taken when selecting the ideas that were included into Area 1.
Growth in the GDP of a given region can largely be ensured by modernized and newly created high-
performance industrial enterprises turning out products with significant added value. This can be
achieved only subject to mobilization of extensive investment resources. In this regard, the authorities
engaged in economic development management face the task to identify investment-attractive media
and carry out necessary organizational, technical and engineering preparation of territories and pro-
vide marketing and information support.

Area 1. includes a set of ideas that should ensure:

e conditions for attracting strategic investors to specific territories, with emphasis on the remote
districts of a given region;

¢ marketing information support in order to bring in investments;

e creating new high-tech enterprises and providing jobs for residents of a given region;

¢ conditions for development of logistics and transport potential of a given region; and;

e conditions for more efficient and effective management of available energy resources, as well
as for development of alternative energy.

Area 2. Increasing competitiveness of the economy of the remote districts. The districts closest to
the city of Kyiv constitute about one fourth of the region’s territory, inhabited by almost half the region’s
population and producing nearly half of the Kyiv region’s GRP. The level of economic development of
the remaining districts of the eastern, southern and northern parts is much lower than in the central
ones [6, pp. 58-60].

The ideas of Area 2 are aimed at raising the level of economic development of the remote districts
by using specific opportunities of these territories and minimizing potential threats to social develop-
ment, especially with respect to the northern districts of the Kyiv region that suffered as a result of the
Chernobyl disaster.

Being aware of the magnitude of needs of these territories, it is necessary to focus on those ideas
that will be able to become model (pilot) to test their effectiveness.

Area 2 includes ideas that should ensure:

o favorable conditions for doing small and medium business;

e promoting and developing self-employment of the population; and

e developing newest types of small business and supporting traditional crafts.

Area 3. Creating conditions for priority development of small and medium entrepreneurship.
Even today small and medium business creates most jobs and mainly funds the region’s budget,
therefore facilitating its activities and development should be a priority when making decisions con-
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cerning the region’s economy. Special attention should be paid to those districts and cities where en-
trepreneurship and self-employment are in germ [7, pp. 65-69].

It includes ideas that should ensure:

¢ building small and medium business support infrastructure;

e conditions for import substitution based on sectoral reorientation of the region’s enterprises; and

e improving delivery of administrative services.

Area 4. Developing tourism potential. The tourism industry has huge potential for development, in
particular, weekend tourism expansion, especially if the capital of Ukraine, 3-million-strong city of Kyiv,
is in the center of the region. In the territory of the Kyiv region, nearly 6,000 cultural heritage sites are
listed, as well as reserves, natural and landscape parks, preserved authentic historical and cultural
heritage, which enables to develop recreational, historical and rural tourism. However, in spite of these
resources, the existing accommodation and leisure facilities, infrastructure and the level of the current
tourist services prevent from ensuring sufficient prerequisites for steady growth of this sector [8, pp.
85-90].

Implementation of ideas in this area solves a range of problems important to improve all tourist ac-
tivities of the region, aimed at developing potential of tourism operators, supporting specific tourist
products, increasing tourism potential of recreation areas, marketing support for tourism at the level of
both individual products and the region.

Area 4 includes ideas that should ensure:

e improving the range and quality of the region’s tourism offer;
organizing of and informing of the region’s festivals and fairs;
improving and labeling important tourist and recreational facilities;
advertising regional tourism potential;
developing cooperation among providers of rural tourism services;

e setting up a tourist information center;

¢ developing marked bike paths, motor roads and camping facilities; and

e creating rest areas along highways leading to tourist facilities.

In our judgment, implementation of the ideas of the above areas should contribute to achievement
of the following results:

e attracting investments to the region’s economy;
ability of the region’s cities and districts to attract investment resources;
creating new jobs and increasing the region’s budget revenues;
reducing dependence of the region on imported energy resources;
improving the environment for doing business and developing communities;
improving access of small and medium business to credit resources and loan facilities for busi-
ness development;

e improving quality, speed and transparency of providing administrative services;
standardizing and certifying export products in accordance with international standards;
improving quality of exporters’ products;
developing small and medium business, rural tourism;
creating additional opportunities for development of local tourist products and services;
forming a positive tourist image of the region and intensification of tourist flows through its terri-
tory; and

e resuming vigorous economic activity in the territories that suffered as a result of the Chornobyl
NPP accident [9, pp. 14-18].

It is worth noting that the suggested areas will be formed in the years that are extremely difficult for
the country and the region — amid significant economy shrinking in the context of the country’s reform
and external aggression. Therefore, there are two main conditions for their formation: first, the success
of the reforms declared by the Government of Ukraine in the State Strategy of Regional Development
of for the Period until 2020; second — effectiveness of response to external challenges related to the
military conflict.
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The third condition is the next factor of successful implementation of the ideas of the areas ensur-
ing sustainable development of small and medium entrepreneurship, to wit availability and transparen-
cy of the financial resources of the State Fund for Regional Development, as well as institutional and
human capacity of those implementing individual ideas.

The fourth condition for successful implementation of the ideas of the areas ensuring sustainable
development of small and medium entrepreneurship consists in mobilization of the resources allocated
through appropriate government programs via the Ministry of Industrial Policy of Ukraine, Ministry of
Infrastructure of Ukraine and State Agency of Automobile Roads of Ukraine.

The fifth condition lies in the ability of regional authorities to combine efforts of all those participat-
ing in implementation of the Region Development Strategy: institutions of state and local power, busi-
ness, educational and scientific institutions, and nongovernmental organizations.

The sixth condition for successful implementation of the ideas of the areas ensuring sustainable
development of small and medium entrepreneurship implies a high-performance Agency for Regional
Development that will be able to coordinate implementation of all ideas, help raise additional funds
and conduct lobbying activities [10, pp. 143-145].

As to the principal risks of developing and introducing the areas designed to ensure development
of small and medium entrepreneurship, they are as follows:

o country’s GDP critical drop (below 20% per annum);

o region’s and country’s overall investment rating downgrade;

o failure to meet the revenue side of the regional budget, lack of funds in the development budget;

o lack of the announced amount of funds to be allocated to the State Fund for Regional Develop-
ment or violation of procedures for submitting projects in order to receive funds; and

o weak motivation of the residents to participate in implementation of the ideas of the above are-
as.

Conclusion. To sum up the aforesaid, it may be concluded that effective operation and develop-
ment of small and medium business in Ukraine require considering its specific functions, principles
and factors affecting its activities [11, pp. 638-640]. Just small and medium entrepreneurship encour-
ages development of modernization-oriented changes in the country’s economy, and creates condi-
tions for implementation and expansion of market reforms. Successful implementation and stability of
each suggested area aimed at building and operation of small and medium business is based on bal-
anced consideration of state (regional) and private interests. Therefore, there is a need for, wherever
possible, combination of government and private funding in addition to funds coming from local budg-
ets and international technical assistance projects and programs. Creating a critical mass of con-
cerned parties participating in and supporting implementation of the ideas presented requires partici-
pation of entrepreneurs, investors, local, district and regional authorities, scientific institutions, educa-
tional establishments, nongovernmental organizations and so on.

CREATION FEATURES OF THR CONTROLLING SERVICE IN THE INSURANCE COMPANY
Abstract. In the article the features of the controlling service in the insurance companies were in-

vestigated. In particular, the main reasons for introducing a system of insurance of controlling were
defined and described, the advantages and disadvantages of creating the controlling service in the
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framework of the activities of the insurance company were analyzed. Also, in order to systematize the
possible options for the specified service minimum 6 models of the formation of the Insurance control-
ling were allocated, that have been identified through the use of a matrix approach to the definition of
such models, which consists of a synthesis of the following features: territorial functioning of the insur-
ance company, structure of the main, real owners of the insurance company. The theoretical basis of
the research for the creation of the system of controlling in the framework of the insurance companies
was deepened by studying of the possible ways of constructing the internal structure of the controlling
department.

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BRAND CAPITALIZATION AS A TOOL TO MAXIMIZE BUSINESS VALUE

Abstract. A brand as a key determinant of the formation of competitive advantage and a source of
increasing financial flows is covered in the article. The role of the brand in the intangible assets of the
enterprise and the creation of intangible values for the target audience is defined. The structural com-
ponents of the brand are identified and the model of the impact of the brand capitalization on maximiz-
ing the market value of a business is justified. The synergy of interaction of the constituent elements of
it creates intangible values, and provides a socio-economic effect, determines the motion vectors of
financial flows and their ability to increase the volume in the future.

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Urgency of the research. A necessity to study a brand capitalization is caused by understanding
the importance of the brand formation and development process as an intangible asset in demand for
the implementation of the economic development strategy. The modern concept of brand capitalization
is based on the vision of the brand as a tool for creation of intangible assets; it becomes a source of
competitive advantages and strengthens its position in the market. Investigation of the role of the
brand in the formation of the competitive advantages of the enterprise is determined by the analysis of
the factors of its capitalization and the degree of its influence on the maximization of the business
market value.

Target setting. Given the ambiguity of the existing views in the economic circle on brand formation
and development the relevancy in the allocation of its structural components occurs, providing the pro-
cess of brand capitalization, and a study of their effect on the maximization of the business market
value.

Actual scientific researches and issues analysis. Brand Capitalization as a key factor in the
creation of enterprise value, is studied in the works of such renowned researchers as D. Aaker, Zh.-N.
Kapferer, K. Keler., O. R. Azyzov, O. O. Krasnorutskyi, Yu. O. Zaitsev, O. V. Mytiai, S. S. Stoianova-
Koval, T. P. Hnatiev, A. O. Kravchuk et al. [1-12] The mentioned researchers focus on the study of
consumer factors in the brand formation and development, that is certainly, one of the constructive
areas of study on this issue.

Previously unsettled problem constituent. At the same time there are problems of uncertainty in
the allocation of the structural components of the brand, ensuring the process of capitalization, and the
need to study the impact of capitalization on the brand in maximizing the business market value.

The research objective. Considering the brand as an intangible value of the company, which is a
key determinant of the formation of competitive advantage and a source of increasing financial flows,
there is a need to focus on the brand capitalization, as a tool to maximize the business market value.
To accomplish these tasks it is necessary to highlight the role of the brand in the intangible assets of
the enterprise, identify its structural components, to reveal the impact of capitalization model of the
brand on maximizing business value.

The statement of basic materials. In an increasingly competitive atmosphere the vast number of
prominent international companies and some national enterprises while developing the competitive
advantages employ a unique combination of tangible and intangible flows, in which the focus is gradu-
ally shifting to the creation of mainly the competitive intangible assets. Despite the fact that interna-
tional practice has not yet provided a final investment preference of intangible component, it unani-
mously confirms the predominance of intangible group in the structure of operating businesses assets.

Strengthening the world’s competitive demands requires from the subjects a national entrepreneur-
ial space to establish and develop their business based on symmetrical use of tangible and intangible
resources in order to create a foundation for building the economic capacity, strengthening market
position and maximizing a business market value prospectively.

An increasing role of intangible flows in the business capitalization in recent years is also due to the
speed and scope of technological advances, corporate nature of enterprise unions, and multiplicativity
of the information technology, complication and integration of the national financial market.

From the position of the supporters of people-oriented enterprise management concept [1; 3] a
pragmatic study of the process of brand capitalization, its deep analysis and theoretical generaliza-
tions are of great importance both for socially responsible enterprise and for its target audience, the
priorities harmonization of which will prevent the emergence of future economic conflicts.

It should be noted that today, a common understanding of the capitalization process has not been
established among researchers since one group of investigators refers to past achievements, the se-
cond ones appeal to the current studies, and the third ones - on future assumptions, but the common
among them is the acknowledgment of the direct dependence of maximizing business value by brand
capitalization as an intangible asset.

The major capital-forming factors of company are its assets, which are presented as: an irreversi-
ble group, open up the capacity and determine future cash flows and their ability to increase their vol-
umes in the long term; a group of long-term liabilities companies, which are represented mainly by
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their own sources of financial flows, increasing the volume of which determines the financial stability
and solvency of the company, and as a result, its investment attractiveness of hypothetical investors
and strategic partners. In other words, the non-current assets are acquiring more strategic importance
in maximizing business market value where prospective and controlled components perform only in-
tangible assets, primarily represented by the brand.

A brand capitalization concept occurred as a result of the reorientation from the company's prod-
ucts focus to the target audience and communication with it. According to supporters of this concept
[2; 4], a key source of increasing financial flows are no longer the enterprise’s material resources and
the efficiency of their use, but the target audience (customers, clients, partners, suppliers, etc.), where
the degree of commitment to the branded product and brand loyalty will determine the future growth of
the financial flows of the company, its brand capitalization and business value maximization.

For the first time in brand capitalization concept a shift of emphasis on capital associated with
brand took place only in the early 80-ies of the previous century, after which the economic nature of
the brand became associated with the product quality, recognition of its certain individual properties.
Subsequently the scientific community came to the conclusion that a brand not only promotes the for-
mation of product awareness, but also generates in consumer the understanding of its value and in-
creases the importance of the enterprise itself. From that time on a brand began to be identified with
the enterprise capital.

A brand capitalization issue requires, on the one hand, scientific and theoretical justification the ef-
fect of the brand on business market value, and on the other hand, substantiating the tools of creation
enterprise competitive advantages and areas of investment in the future, since the purpose of brand-
ing is not only product advertising for a rapid increase in net financial flows, but also ensuring compa-
ny's capitalization in the long term. If a certain target audience is gradually forming a clear vision of the
branded product as a prestigious, useful and available, subsequently a brand will require much less
investment in its development, which, in turn, will also help to maximize the business market value,
since powerful brands are more resistant to the negative effects of economic instability and financial
crisis.

To determine the financial and administrative levers of brand capitalization, we see it appropriate to
define the brand architecture, which should be structured according the generating, providing and ef-
fective components. This structuring principle reveals the model of creating intangible values, ensuring
the target audience commitment and loyalty and obtaining socio-economic benefit, as well as deter-
mines the motion vectors of financial flows and their impact on the maximization of the business mar-
ket value in the context of brand capitalization.

The brand decomposition in the first place, demonstrates the action speed of each structural com-
ponent of the financial results of the company's development, which distinguishes between those that
quickly affect key development indicators as part of the operating cycle, and those, that are aimed at
long-term financial performance of the enterprise.

The main task of forming the brand components is to establish relationships with the target audi-
ence. Moreover in collaboration with it creation intangible assets based on the use of such tool com-
ponents as marketing strategy, social responsibility, strategy and marketing communications, and the
like.

The major objective of the resulting components, as the basis of long-term development of the en-
terprise, is a progressive policy development, strategy of competitive advantage strengthening, ensur-
ing the target audience loyalty and obtaining socio-economic impact.

Thus, considering the decomposition of the structural components of the brand it should be noted
that it serves a tool for creation of intangible value both for the target audience and the cost for the
enterprise, where:

- For the target audience - it is brand awareness, consumer attachment to it, a sense of security
and confidence in making the right decision regarding the selection of goods among the large range of
products, since a brand serves as a special guarantor;
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- For companies - these additional financial flows from the conquest of new target audience provid-
ed increasing the degree of commitment to the brand it agrees to buy goods at a price that will allow
the company to create additional value.

Thereby, a brand is an instrument of creating intangible value to the target audience and a source
of enterprise value creation by increasing the volume of financial flows and accelerating their circula-
tion, where the brand value lies in ensuring a long-term success of the enterprise in the market, ex-
pressed in strengthening the competitive position, the company's capitalization and maximization of
business market value.

Indisputable is the fact that complementarity relation between the structural components of the
brand, which is manifested in their mutual action and synchronous synergetic effect that highlights the
brand as a powerful tool and the resulting enterprise capitalization. On this basis, we substantiate the
working hypothesis of this study, the essence of which lies in the fact that the brand capitalization is a
tool of maximizing the business market value.

An undeniable feature of modern production is placing emphasis on the role of brand capitalization
in the chain of market value maximization, where the brand acts as a system-forming factor. Today,
socio-oriented enterprises are stepping up investment development of the brand, which in the first
place, appears to change the vectors of capital investment, the implementation of loyalty policy, the
realization of socially responsible strategies, resulting in accumulation of intangible assets.

For confirmation of the growing influence of brand on business market value we examine the rank-
ing for the top 10 most valuable brands in the world, held annually by the British research company,
which is part of WPP communication group (Table 1).

In estimation Millward Brown takes into account not only the current brand cost, but also its ability
to bring money in the future, that is, its growth potential. Another feature is that during calculating the
way the company proceeds from the sale of branded products, as well as its perception of the target
audience is taken into consideration. Furthermore, brand contribution is estimated, which shows its
effect on the business market value on a scale of 1 to 5, where 5 - is the maximum criterion.

Thus according to the Table 1 it can be noted that in 2015, experts from Millward Brown recognized
Apple Inc a global brand of the world, evaluating the brand of technology leader in USD 246.99 billion
compared to USD 147.88 billion in 2014, which allowed corporations to shift from the first line of last
year's leader — a representative of Google technology sector company that offers for users numerous
free Internet services, as well as a variety of technology solutions related to the Internet and infor-
mation technology. Google's brand value in 2015 increased by 9.0% and made up USD 173.65 bil-
lion... whereas only USD 158.84 billion in 2014. The third and fourth positions are also taken by
brands of technology sector companies, namely Microsoft (USD 115, 5 billion) and IBM (USD 93.99
billion.).
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The last place in top five leaders is held by the Visa Company, a brand of financial services sector,
with (USD 91, 96 billion.). Besides in the top ten most valuable brands in the world there also included:
AT & T (USD 89, 49 billion.), Verizon (USD 86, 01 billion.), Coca-Cola (USD 83, 84 billion.), McDon-
ald's (USD 81.16 billion.) and Marlboro (USD 80, 35 billion.).

Today in the structure of the total cost of domestic enterprises 2 to 5% is allocated about on the in-
tangible assets, while the international practice of buying and selling a business demonstrates that in
the structure of the total market value of companies 40-90% is set aside for the cost of intangible as-
sets. This situation is explained by the fact that brand issues are still quite controversial in domestic
business space, the development of which in the developed world requires large investments.

Unfortunately, the domestic business has not yet formed a clear idea of the role of the brand, and
therefore they lack a well-established link between intangible assets of the enterprise and its market
value. Ukrainian companies primarily seek to implement the strategic priorities for economic develop-
ment through the effective use of material resources, where the main dominants of companies capital-
ization is to find the most profitable markets for products and strengthening the position on it by form-
ing a significant competitive advantage through the use of a unique set of resources, while maximizing
business market value, based on the brand capitalization as an intangible asset remains out of focus.

As a result, Ukrainian companies today still are not the objects of annual assessment by interna-
tional agencies, which certainly complicates the process of comparing them with the world's global
brands. Therefore, to illustrate the considerable impact of intangible assets on the domestic business
market value, we consider the ranking of enterprises most powerful in the parameters of production
volumes and net income in different sub-sectors of the Ukraine's food industry allocated to the target
audience of the high business reputation among its competitors, and therefore are of great interest for
our study (Table 2).

Because according to the European Agency MSCI Barra Index company’s market value of quote
on the main stock exchange in Ukraine, should be more than $ 1 billion, we consider elaborating on
the analysis of precisely such enterprises sensible. As the figures given in Table 2, the most capital-
ized Ukrainian companies are SOEs "UK" Roshen in 2015", SC PJSC "Myronivsky hlibprodukt" and
LLC "Nestle Ukraine". It should be noted that in recent years "UK" Roshen "has become a powerful
representative of confectionery products on the domestic market, as well as a serious competitor in
the Central European market, which competes with famous Russian confectionery factories and facto-
ries of Lithuania and Hungary.

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Nestle Company's endeavour to purchase "Roshen" for USD 1 billion indicates on strengthening
the market position of the corporation "Roshen" and building its market value. However, the corpora-
tion owners estimate its cost in about USD 3 billion, on account of which they refused this proposal [7].

According to the study "International Marketing Group Ukraine" [8] for the period from 2013 to
2015, public joint stock company "Mironovkii hliboprodukt” is a Ukrainian owner of the famous brand -
"Nasha Ryaba", and covers about 50% of the domestic market. According to Agravery.com data [9]
the market value of the company (on 07.30.2015) is USD 1.078 billion that continues to grow at the
expense of strengthening the competitive position by investing in socially-oriented development direc-
tion.

According Agroportal Latifundist.com [10] Swiss company "Nestle" has been ranked in the top 10
world producers of food products, the market value of which amounts to USD 247. 3 billion and it is
characterized by a constant growth tendency, and the company covers more than 25% of baby food of
the domestic market with gross size of the sale of more than USD 5 billion.

"AVK" Company sells its products in 20 countries around the world, the market value of which is
veiled in the range of USD 500 million to USD 1 billion.

Of course, brand equity, or in other words, a brand capitalization is only a part of the market value
of the company, which is as international practice shows quite difficult to distinguish out of a total busi-
ness market value. The brand capitalization serves an evidence of maximizing business market value,
the growth or fall dynamics of which is influenced by the efficiency of the use of structural components
of brand, that affect enterprise relationship with the target audience and increasing its commitment to
the product degree. It is their structural interaction that provides a complicated process of increasing
financial flows, synchronized movements of which directly affect the maximization of business market
value (Fig. 1).

For the majority of enterprises a brand capitalization is associated with considerable investments in
understanding the kind of target audience that should be cooperated with, that is what kind of audi-
ence can become a valuable asset to enterprise and the one that is not capable of creating additional
value.

Search and selection of the target audience can significantly affect the economic development
model of many enterprises and change the investment vectors in the development of the structural
components of the brand. To determine the main factors shaping the business market value it is nec-
essary to define the volume of investment flows directions in creation of intangible assets for specific
target audiences. The companies that will be able to correctly determine the intangible assets for con-
sumers will be able to optimize resource capacity needed for the implementation of business strate-
gies that will ensure the generation of cash flows from the target audience.

Establishing a reciprocal information contact with customers will help to improve relations with
them through understanding of what exactly spheres you need to invest in to create a marketable in-
tangible value, which in its turn will enhance the company's image and consumers’ commitment to
product. This socially-oriented growth strategy will result in target audience loyalty that will provide
socio-economic benefits in the form of a return on sales, the expansion of the target audience and de-
creasing of brand development cost, will lead to increased financial flows and thus enhance brand
capitalization.

When calculating the volume of financial flows that ensure brand capitalization, not only the posi-
tive cash flow generated by the efficient management of the structural components of the brand
should be considered, but also the volume of investments aimed at ensuring the brand capitalization.

An analysis of financial flows, serving relationship of the enterprise with each group of the target
audience, provides the accuracy of determining the amount of the costs on the encouraging consum-
ers, increasing their commitment and loyalty, makes it possible to evaluate the success of intangible
assets making, to determine the need to maintain an appropriate format of cooperation with the target
audience and rationality in formation such set of competitive advantages.

Diagnosis of financial flows in creation and development of intangible assets should contribute to the
enterprise social and economic effect which will affect the increase in brand capitalization and maximiz-
ing business market value.

Conclusions. The market value of the world's largest brands significantly correlates not only with
major financial parameters of characterizing the efficiency of material resources usage, but with the val-
ue of intangible assets as well, primarily the brand, which role in the capitalization of the company ac-
quires strategic importance.

Accordingly, the market capitalization of the brand is seen as a tool for the formation of intangible
competitive advantage and a source of enterprise value creation by increasing the volume of financial
flows and accelerating their circulation, where the brand value is to ensure long-term success of the en-
terprise in the market, expressed in strengthening the competitive position.

The model of the impact of brand capitalization on business market value maximization is studied in
the paper. The synergy of interaction of its constituent elements provide the complex process of creating
intangible values, ensuring the commitment and loyalty of the target audience and obtaining socio-
economic effect, define the vectors of financial flows and their ability to increase their volumes in the long
term. At the same diagnosis of the financial flows in creation and development of intangible assets
should contribute to the enterprise social and economic effect which will affect the brand capitalization
increase and business market value maximization. This leads to the need for further research in the
sphere of methodological approaches to evaluating the effectiveness of brand usage in company's capi-

talization.

Urgency of the research. The impact of the global economic crisis, the unformed market institu-
tions in the national economy and the slow pace of modernization of the accounting and the tax sys-
tem, including in the public sector regions exacerbated the problem of formation of a new, adequate
state financial control (audit). Financial audit is a tool of independent public control over the activity of
public institutions and an important element of public finance management system, the purpose of
which is contributing to successful implementation of state policy and the effective use of public finan-
cial resources at all levels of the state’s public sector.

Target setting. At present, public institutions need state regulation on the reform of the existing
system of state financial audit and the development of its regulatory framework. The existing financial
control institutions cannot fully prevent the misuse of the state’s public resources and contribute to the
optimization of the budget process in Ukraine. In this regard, a special attention should be paid to the-

oretical and practical implementation of systematic investigation concerning state financial audit of
budgetary institutions and organizations, since audit serves as a legal and functional procedure to en-
sure transparency and efficiency in the public sector of the country.

Actual scientific researches and issues analysis. Foreign and domestic researchers made fun-
damental and applied study on formation of independent public control over the activity of public insti-
tutions and organizations, the issues concerning the state financial audit functioning. Among the publi-
cations, which address the abovementioned issues are the works of S. V. Bardash, N. S. Barabash,
F. F.Butynets, Ye. V Mnykh, N. I. Ruban, I. B. Stefank, I. M. Chumakova, V.O. Symonenko, Yu. I.
Pyvovar, O.V.Tsarenko.

Uninvestigated parts of general matters defining. Under uncertain and risky circumstances,
public institutions need state regulation on the state financial audit of the existing system reform and
the development of its regulatory framework; the unresolved issues have to do with providing reliable
information on the state of public finances in the legislature and the public, and the definition of the
state financial audit functional procedure.

The research objective. The purpose of the article is substantiation of theoretical and methodo-
logical foundations and practical recommendations for a new solution of scientific and applied prob-
lems on formation of a rational system of the state financial audit of budgetary institutions and organi-
zations in the context of proving for user an objective, truthful and transparent information on the effi-
cient use of public financial and material resources of the state.

The statement of basic materials. The results of the study show that the audit of budgetary insti-
tutions was introduced in 2006, but, unfortunately, only in the practice of the organs of state control
and audit service. However, this type of audit is internal and allows monitoring only at the microeco-
nomic level. This violates the basic principles of external audit, which indicates a lack of understanding
of the legislators or conscious disregard of the legal nature of the state audit. Since an external inde-
pendent control cannot be a substitute for domestic financial one, performed by control structures that
are in direct subordination of the Government and, accordingly, depending upon it. This opinion is
shared by leading experts in the field of public finance control [1; 2].

Leading Ukrainian scientists reveal the most important issues of methodology and organization of
the state financial audit, namely, thoroughly cover the economic background and the practical feasibil-
ity of the introduction of the state financial audit institute in Ukraine. Among the considered issues are
state budget revenues audit methodology, budget and audit programs, the activities of public institu-
tions and public administration. It describes the activities of the Accounting Chamber of Ukraine and
the Main Control and Revision Office of Ukraine in realization of the state financial audit. Moreover, a
special attention is paid to the implementation of analytical procedures in the audit, and the generali-
zation and implementation of the state financial audit results.

According to the Article 3 of the Law of Ukraine On main principles of state financial control in
Ukraine dated October, 16, 2012; Ne 5463-VI state financial audit is regarded as a kind of state finan-
cial control. Its essence lies in testing and analysis of the actual state of affairs concerning the legiti-
mate and efficient use of state or municipal funds and property and other state assets, the correctness
of the accounting records and the reliability of financial reporting, internal control systems that is con-
ducted by a state financial control body [3]. It is an independent type of audit, therefore, cannot be car-
ried out subject who obey the executive authorities, which directly control the public resources, since it
is against the principles of independence and objectivity.

It is proved that the budget managers organize internal control and internal audit as well as ensure
their implementation in their institutions and subordinate budget institutions. However, the present
state financial control system do not fully perform its tasks, that is, ensuring budgetary savings, their
intended use, efficiency and effectiveness of the budget funds, the adoption of sound management
decisions, to prevent violations of budget legislation and ensuring the interests of the state in the man-
agement of objects of state process property.

It is noted that the state audit, as opposed to state control is an independent audit type, therefore,
cannot be carried out by the subject subordinate to the executive power, which directly manages pub-
lic resources, because it is against the principles of independence and obijectivity. In world practice,
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public audit is usually performed by the highest state auditing body, which is the Chamber of Accounts
in Ukraine. To perform the state audit tasks the highest state auditing body must maintain independ-
ence from the organizations that are examined and to be protected from external influences. This in-
dependence ensures balance, reliability and objectivity of conclusions of the state audit supreme body
auditors, therefore contributes to transparency, ensures an effective independent control, and thus
serves to strengthen citizens' trust in government.

The vast majority of scientists and researchers divide state audit into the financial and performance
audit (Figure 1.)

1. Financial audit:

- Audit of financial and economic activities of budget institutions;

- Audit of financial and economic activities of economic entities of the public sector, or used at the
time of budgets inspection.

2. Performance Audit:

- Auditing the effectiveness of the budget program;

- An audit of efficiency of local budgets use;

- An audit of efficiency of the state budget use [4, p. 69].

We note that the audit of budgetary institutions and organizations must be public, given the fact
that their activities are related to the main directions of the state's national security policy, in particular:
to ensure the constitutional rights and freedoms of man and citizen; strengthening the rule of law and
the preservation of the social and political stability of society; ensuring transparency in the activity of
state bodies, management decision-making, public awareness, strengthening on this basis their confi-
dence in the government institutions.

At the planning stage, the statutory auditor examines the founding documents of the audited entity,
its financial and statistical reports, financial plans and reports on their implementation, administrative
and other documents (including regulatory documents of the governing body), if necessary - other enti-
ties, similar to certain characteristics of their activities, as well as existing legislation regulating the ac-
tivities of the audited entity.Both external and internal risk factors are determined and specified accord-
ing to results of more accurate information gathered during the first audit stage, as well as the analysis
of financial and economic activities and assessment of internal controls carried out at the second
stage.

In accordance with the Decree of the Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine "Procedure of the state finan-
cial audit of business entities conducted by the State Financial Inspectorate and the territorial bodies”
dated September 7, 2011, Ne 968, the audit process consists of four stages [5]:

1) the audit plan;

2) preparation of the audit program;

3) verification of risky operations of financial and economic activity of the enterprise, with the help
of selected methods (part of which are owned by test, analysis, written explanation, questioning, verifi-
cation, inspection, examination)

4) a report on the results of the audit, according to the results of which the conclusions on as-
sessing the level of management of financial and economic activity of the enterprise, based on the
essentiality of their effect on financial and economic activity are made.

No less importance in the preparation of the audit program is defining the level of importance of risk
factors, which is to ensure the possibility to draw a conclusion regarding the significance of certain risk
factors on the results of the audit activities of the facility as well as the accuracy of the financial state-
ments [6].

However, the establishment of importance level nowadays is subjective and determined by the au-
ditor at his or her discretion. Therefore, determining the significance level of a particular risk factor
should be based on the volume of the audit facility activities, the kind of performance that is primarily
influenced by one or another risk factor should be carefully considered as well. Each question (risk
factor), subject to audit, must be examined taking into account the procedures specified by the audit
program, and should be examined with respect to: compliance with legal requirements of business
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operations; validity (expediency) of transactions for carrying out economic activities of an audit object;
comparing the actual result with the expected.

Based on the results of the audit an audit report is made, the obligatory sections of which are the
conclusions on compliance with legislation and ensuring the effectiveness of financial and economic
activity of the audited entity and substantiated recommendations on its improvement.However, the
experience shows that currently regional Audit Offices in carrying out the state financial audit are faced
with lack of organization and legal conducting.

So, at the legislative level the responsibility of the head of the supervised object in exclusion the
auditors for failing to provide documents is not defined. For example, Art. 164-2 Code of Ukraine on
Administrative Offences provides for administrative responsibility for hindering employees of the State
Control and Audit Service to conduct audits and inspections, and as to audit conducting such liability is
not provided [7].

One of the significant issues concerning the implementation of the budget in most countries is the
effective use of budget funds, so it should be noted that at present the performance audit among these
kinds of audit is one of the most important activities of the SAls of developed foreign countries. One of
the key problems of implementation of the budget in most countries is the most effective use of public
funds because of these audits is worth noting that today one of the most important activities of Su-
preme Audit Institutions of developed foreign countries it is performance audit. This issue is most ur-
gent for Ukraine, since every year there is an increasing problem of inappropriate and ineffective use
of budget funds, legality and regularity of expenditure, feasibility of planned expenditures, finding and
using reserves to attract additional financial resources to improve the activity, discovering the surplus
of appropriations.

This kind of control is also acquiring a gradual development in Ukraine as well, especially in the
control and audit activity of the Accounting Chamber of Ukraine during the performance of audits of
government programs. According to claim 1 of the Resolution of the Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine
dated August 10, 2004 Ne 1017 "performance audit - a form of state control aimed at determining the
effectiveness of budgetary funds use for the implementation of the planned objectives and the estab-
lishment of the factors that prevent this". [8] The process of performance audit consists of the following
stages: preparation of the audit, audit, and implementation of audit results.

Performance audit was defined to be conducted in any segment of public sector: the central gov-
ernment, local authorities, and various government agencies by state control and revision service
plans that are drawn up and approved in accordance with the legislation [9].

During performance audit, auditors select and apply techniques and procedures that correspond to
the particular circumstances. These techniques and procedures should allow to obtain sufficient, valid
and relevant pieces of evidence which back or disprove their points of view and conclusions.

Efficiency audit is carried out with the analysis of normative-legal acts, guidance documents, and
publications in the direction of activities in the program budget, on which performance audit is con-
ducted; results of earlier regulatory authorities control measures; statistical indicators, financial and
operational accounting; these interviews, questionnaires, survey citizens and collect information from
legal entities[8].

Efficiency audit is a new kind of control in Ukraine, aimed at determining the effectiveness of use of
budgetary funds for the implementation of the planned objectives and establishment of the factors that
prevent it. It allows to assess the level of achievement of the planned results and to provide sugges-
tions for the effective use of financial resources.As a rule, the audit team is created for audit perform-
ing. Auditors, included in this group must have the skills of conducting analysis, writing reports of com-
plex issues that require a logical and well-founded statement.

During the audit of the implementation of budget programs efficiency a particular attention is paid to
the planning since an efficiently compiled plan provides an effective auditing.

Timely audit performance plays a significant role in the efficiency of use of budgetary funds, which
enables to:

- Assess the level of achievement of successful performance of the budget program by the ratio ac-
tually received and planned output indicators; exercise control over the use of budgetary funds;
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- Identify problems that have a negative impact on the process of implementation of the planned
tasks;

- Save budgetary resources by making timely changes;

- Strengthen the responsibility of management's control at all stages of budget funds

Conclusions. Thus, without a clear, transparent and interconnected process of evaluating the ef-
fectiveness of the implementation of budget programs and without scientific justification for the exist-
ence of individual programs, which is provided by the state financial audit, it is impossible to achieve
the purpose of the implementation of program-target method of the state budget formation.

Thereby, the state financial audit plays a key role in the efficient use of budgetary funds. On this
basis there is an urgent need to develop and adopt a set of measures on improvement of the state
financial audit in the implementation of budget programs in accordance with international standards,
and the creation of professional standards and guidelines in the field of financial audit, which should
improve the efficiency and the rational use of public finances; it is crucial to the economic development
of Ukraine's regions and public welfare.
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STRATEGIC MANAGEMENT OF ENTERPRISE ACTIVITY
IN THE CONTEXT OF SUSTAINABLE DEVELOPMENT CONCEPT

Abstract. The article is devoted to theoretical, methodical and organizational regulations of strate-
gic management of the enterprise activity under current economic conditions. The essence of such
categories as ‘strategic planning’ and ‘strategic management’ has been investigated, the main stages
of formation and implementation of a strategy of the business entity development, in order to ensure
its sustainable performance, have been defined. The necessity of applying of scenario approach and
consideration of economical, ecological and social aspects of activity in the process of formation of
development strategy of the enterprise is proved.

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Urgency of the research. Efficiency of the business entity activity is revealed through the
achievement of goals and is impossible without a clear definition of the movement vector and action
plan, future implementation of which will lead to the targeted results. Most national enterprises have
faced such problem as shortage of resources needed to ensure their continuous activity, thus causing
a necessity to define a system of strategic guidelines for their development within existing resource
potential. In addition, any enterprise activity is closely connected with the risks increasing in terms of
dynamic changes in the business environment. Strategic management of the enterprise activity pro-
vides competitive advantages, achievement of high functional efficiency of economic, social and envi-
ronmental aspects and forms preconditions for sustainable development of the entity.

Determining strategic purpose and goals of development, creating strategic action plan aimed at
their achievement, conducting constant monitoring of performance, as well as making adjustments
and evaluating results are considered to be the key to efficient business activity under conditions of
modern challenges. That is why current researches are dedicated to the issue of formation of the en-
terprise strategy in the context of sustainable development concept.

Actual scientific researches and issues analysis. Theoretical and methodological bases of the
strategy development have been highlighted in scientific works by the classics of strategic manage-
ment theory R. Ackoff, I. Ansoff, P. Doyle, H. Mintzberg, M. Porter, G. Steiner, A. A. ThompsonM.
Chandler, A. J. Strickland and others. Investigations of organizational and methodological regulations
of strategic management of the enterprise activity are carried out by well-known national scientists : T.
V. Azarov, O. V. Berdanova, V. M. Vakulenko, A. P. Mischenko, G. V Osovska, S. F. Pokropyvnyi, Yu.
O. Sadovska, V. V. Tertychka, Z. Ye. Shershniova. They research the procedure of the strategy de-
velopment for business entities and their activities, as well as the ways of the strategy implementation.

Uninvestigated parts of general matters defining. Analysis of scientific works of foreign and na-
tional authors on developing the concept of strategic management of the enterprise activity indicates
different approaches to the strategy development, though most of them are of general nature and do
not take account of functioning features of national entities under current economic conditions, caus-
ing the relevance of further investigation in the field of strategic management of enterprise activity in
order to ensure their sustainable development and, in particular, the relevance of this research.

The research objective. Purpose of the article is the investigation of theoretical, as well as meth-
odological and organizational bases of strategic management of the enterprise activity, summarizing
existing approaches to the strategy formation and providing practical recommendations on strategy
forming for the enterprise development, taking into account economic, environmental and social as-
pects of its activity, so that to ensure its sustainable development.

The statement of basic materials. In view of current crisis conditions, strategic management of fi-
nancial and economic activity plays a crucial role in shaping competitive advantages of the business
entity and providing a high level of its adaptability to dynamic changes of environment. External fac-
tors, while influencing economic conditions and peculiarities of internal environment, determine the
necessity of formation of a strategy of the enterprise activity as a long-term action plan for the growth
of economic potential, and providing competitiveness and sustainable development in future.

The issue of formation and implementation of the enterprise activity strategy for sustainable devel-
opment of economic entities involves the investigation of theoretical, as well as methodological and
organizational regulations of strategic management, precisely:

-research of conceptual and categorical apparatus of strategic management;

-definition of the main stages of formation of the strategy for the enterprise development;

-elaboration of the algorithm of formation of the enterprise activity strategy, taking into account
economic, environmental and social factors to ensure its sustainable development.

Analysis of the following references [1-10] indicates the ambiguous interpretation of such terms as
‘strategic planning’ and ‘strategic management’, thus requiring the investigation of the essence of the-
se economic categories.

Review of definitions of such categories as ‘strategic management’ and ‘strategic planning’ by re-
search workers (Table 1) indicates that the first term is wider than the second is. According to the sci-
entists, ‘strategic planning’ is a systematic process that includes analyzing the environment, defining
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the main goals and working out programs and plans for future, while ‘strategic management’ refers to
a continuous process aimed at enhancing of the management system functioning by using its existing
potential, taking into account the established action plan of strategic development.

Authors of the article consider that formation of the strategy, as well as elaboration of the strategic
plan of actions, requires a comprehensive assessment of the enterprise activity efficiency, considering
not only economic aspects of its performance, but also with regard to environmental and social fac-
tors. Only the balanced development of the business entity can be considered as a sustainable one
that is when targeted economic results are achieved together with high environmental properties of the
enterprise activity, meeting consumer demand for high-quality products and respecting social condi-
tions of work.

So, given the researches of the above scientists and the necessity of comprehensive assessment
of the enterprise activity efficiency, in the context of sustainable development concept, we proceed to
shaping the author's definition of the term ‘strategic management’ - a process of making managerial
decisions based upon the comprehensive assessment of the performance efficiency, including eco-
nomic, environmental and social aspects of the enterprise activity, which contribute to the formation of
proper conditions for sustainable development and implementation of strategic plans of the business
entity.

Strategic management of the enterprise activity involves the strategy development, which is a
complex of measures defined on the basis of alternatives within existing resources, future implementa-
tion of which should ensure achievement of the target goal. Development of the management strate-
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gies at a concrete enterprise is to be carried out in view of the influence of external and internal fac-
tors, the peculiarities of scope and kind of the enterprise activity, its production volumes and other fac-
tors (inflation processes, tax policy, government regulation, local political situation, the solvency level
of population, etc.). The strategy is related to risks due to the constant changing of environmental
conditions [11]. Its formation involves identifying strategic directions of development, elaborating
measures to enhance the business entity efficiency and creating an effective mechanism for the strat-
egy implementation.

Based on the conducted research, an algorithm of formation and implementation of the enterprise
development strategy has been worked out (Figure 1).

This algorithm includes the following units:

1) diagnostic unit as the investigation of external and internal environments of the enterprise, anal-
ysis of its condition within major financial and economic indicators, evaluation of the resource efficien-
cy in order to identify the main problems, assessment of the strategic potential and definition of per-
spective directions of development;

2) conceptual unit implies the definition of conceptual principles of the strategy development (its vi-
sion, mission, goals, directions) and its formalization as the strategy project;

3) implementation unit represents the embodiment of a number of strategic actions aimed to
achieve the strategic goal;

4) monitoring unit provides monitoring of the strategy results in order to identify deviations from
strategic guidelines;

5) correction unit foresees adjustments to the developed strategy and formation of an alternative
strategy of the enterprise development.

The first stage of the strategy development involves a detailed strategic analysis intended to reveal
possible threats and opportunities, strengths and weaknesses of the business entity activity. Assess-
ment of the impact of external and internal factors on the business entities development from the posi-
tion of an integrated approach (economic, environmental and social factors) can be accomplished
through appropriate analytical procedures of the SWOT-analysis:

1) identification of internal strengths and weaknesses of the enterprise together with drafting a list
of parameters to evaluate its activities;

2) identification of external market opportunities and threats for the analysis and assessment of fi-
nancial stability and competitiveness of the enterprise in the current and long-term;

3) correlation of strengths and weaknesses of the enterprise together with the market opportunities
and threats, as well as generalization of the SWOT-analysis results in form of a SWOT matrix [12, p.
243].

Use of the above mentioned procedures within the analytical enterprise activity provides a signifi-
cant amount of analytical information for the management system and substantiated decision-making.

For example:

1) the ability to systematize the strengths and weaknesses of activities, enabling an efficient and
comprehensive analysis of the resource structure, as well as to identify opportunities for expansion
and development of certain activity directions of the business entity;

2) analysis of existing external risks (threats), so that to monitor general state of the market situa-
tion in the current term;

3) analysis of potential opportunities to find out and exploit new hidden opportunities, in order to
improve the competitiveness of the whole enterprise [12, p. 244].

Investigation of SWOT-analysis methodology, as well as peculiarities of the enterprise activity,
while distinguishing existing advantages and disadvantages of the business development at micro and
macro levels, taking into account environmental and social factors of impact, has enabled the devel-
opment of a comprehensive approach for evaluating the current situation and elaborating measures of
SWOT-analysis including:

1. Assessment of general features of strengths and weaknesses possibly occurring under condi-
tions of the enterprise performance, also considering economic, environmental and social factors (Ta-
ble 2).
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2. Detection and investigation of general external opportunities and threats for the enterprise aris-
ing under competitive market conditions with other enterprises, taking into account economic, envi-

ronmental and social factors (Table 3).

3. Elaboration of SWOT-analysis matrix on the basis of evaluation and correlation of external and
internal environmental factors of the enterprise activity.
4. Comprehensive approach to the formation of strategic measures based upon the building-up of

SWOT-analysis matrix (Table 4).

Therefore, application of SWOT-analysis methods for the enterprises is economically reasonable
and financially proved, because it ensures relative simplicity of methods, opportunity of using minor
financial resources for its conduction, flexibility and availability of multiple options and broad analytical

information for decision-making.
